Board of Ferry County Commissioners

January 19, 2010

Meeting Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes of January 4, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions & Corrections to the agenda:

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Fair Manager Kari Rowton, and MIS Director Darrell Dirks met with the Board to give updates.

ADA Lift Ms. McBride reported that the ADA Lift has to be accessible to the public to use on their own without assistance.  The Board would like a sign that states assistance is available to encourage the public to get assistance with the lift.  

Courthouse Ms. McBride reported that she is working with the Extension office and getting the courthouse directory put up in the front entrance.

PC Chips Mr. Dirks would like to replace desktops with PC Chips.  The PC Chips will access the server directly and will eliminate the desktop at the desks.  The auditor’s office will be ordering new computers soon and they are willing to try the PC Chips.    The Board approved.

Fairgrounds Management  The Board advised Ms. Rowton that the WSDOT is considering the rock at the fairgrounds.  Using this rock for road construction would eliminate the dangerous conditions at the backside of the racetrack while making good use of the rock.   Ms. Rowton expressed concerns about the Rodeo while the rock crushing is in progress.  The Board believes that if the rock is used the rock crushing won’t last that long.  

Racehorse Barn Ms. Rowton reported that the insurance company is waiting for quotes for the repairs on the racehorse barn from the windstorm damage.

Facebook: Ms. Rowton advised the Board that she has created a Facebook page for the fairgrounds and it has received great reception.  Individuals are posting pictures from the past and Ms. Rowton has posted updates on the future activities at the fairgrounds.   

Business and Professional Womens (BPW) would like to rent the Carrousel for March for their annual bingo night.  The fairgrounds are closed until April and the Board would like to see if the BPW can postpone the bingo till after the 1st of April.  

District Court Supplies:  District Court Administrator Tracy Palmier met with the Board to discuss District Court Supplies.  Due to the spending freeze she needs permission to order postage stamps, mitigation forms, summons, subpoenas and envelopes for a total of $1567.    Last order for envelopes was in 2007 and summons and subpoenas last order was in 2003.  The Board approved the expenditures for District Court.

Auditor’s Petty Cash Audit and Grants: Auditor Dianna Galvan met with the Board to review the Audit of the Counties Petty Cash and found all departments to be in compliance.  (Exhibit 10)   Ms. Galvan advised the Board that she has applied for a grant from the Help America Vote Act in the amount of $9046.33 for reimbursement for elections maintenance contracts.   Ms. Galvan has also applied for another grant from the Help America Vote Act in the amount of $46,972 for new computers for elections, voting programs computers and a Geographic Information System project.   The Geographic Information System helps keep track of voting districts, commissioner’s districts, etc.  

Prosecutor’s House:  Prosecuting Attorney’s Office Administrative Assistant Cindy Nelson met with the Board to get an update on the recently purchased house.  Ms. Nelson would like direction from the Board in which way to move forward.  The Board would like Ms. Nelson to proceed with quotes on the handicapped ramp and verifying what materials can be used for the ramp.  The Board would like to know the minimum amount of work that it will take to move the Prosecutor’s Office into the house.  Ms. Nelson will need to check with the state to see what their minimum requirements are.

Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown met with the Board to give updates.  

Nine Mile & Knob Hill Mr. Reynolds reported that they have received complaints on road conditions.  Due to the thawing of the roads there is not much that can be done.  Road restrictions are being put in place due to the weather conditions.  Mr. Reynolds would like to review the policy for primitive roads in the county with the Engineer.

Inchelium Pathway/Safe Routes to School meeting has been rescheduled to 6PM at the community center this Wednesday.

Airport Ms. Brown reported that she has received the Airport Layout Plan final.   Ms. Brown is working on the rules and regulations, hold harmless agreement and thru the fence agreement.  The Board would like the Prosecutor to review them first and then bring it back to the Board for their review.  

Road Restrictions Ms. Brown advised the Board that road restrictions will be put into place in Inchelium on Wednesday, and Keller will be in place today.  MIS is putting the information on the County website.  

Tourism Project Reviews: Jon Chrysler of the Republic Regional Convention & Visitor’s Bureau was present.  After review of all the requests and the limited amount of funds available this year, the Board would like to have time to review the requests and will make their decisions at a later date.
