Commissioners Staff Update: Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride and MIS Director Darrell Dirks met with the Board to give updates.  Ms. McBride reported that the ADA Lift is working. However, it cannot be used until it is inspected by Washington State Department of Labor and Industries (L&I).  Otis Elevator has informed L&I that the repairs are completed.  Ms. McBride reported that the jail inmate trustees are helping with the snow removal. 

Mr. Dirks has received a questionnaire from NoaNet.  The Board would like Mr. Dirks to contact NoaNet to clarify the contents of the questionnaire. 

Planning Update: Planning Director Irene Whipple, Planning Commissioner Chair Tamra Stevens, and Attorney Steve Graham met with the Board to give an update.  Planning commission vacancies were discussed.  Commissioner Miller made a motion to reappoint John Egge to District 1, John Hamilton as interim member for District 3, Carmen Peterson as interim member for District 2, and Lorna Johnson as interim member for District 3.  Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  Mr. Graham advised the Board that the Growth Board has continued the Growth Management hearings until February or March.  The exact date has not been set as of yet. Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona joined the update at 10:30 AM.  Discussion was held regarding new litigation that has been received.

Commissioners Working Session: The Board of Ferry County Commissioners held a working session regarding various County issues.
Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds and Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown met with the Board to give an update.

Fairgrounds:  Mr. Reynolds reported that the Washington State Department of Transportation has looked at the rock at the Fairgrounds and have taken samples.  With the visual inspection, the rock appears to be good and is the closest location to the job site for WSDOT. 

County Road Administration Board:  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that the CRAB 4th quarter reports are due.  Mr. Reynolds has the reports completed and will be sending them into CRAB.

Deputy Director Walt Olsen:  Mr. Reynolds reported that the Deputy Director Walt Olsen from CRAB will be here on the 11th of January.  The Board would like time on the agenda for the 11th for Mr. Olsen to give them an update.  

Golden Tiger Pathway:  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that Don Hendricks from WSDOT Local Programs for Local Agencies is once again requesting a breakdown of how the funds used on the Golden Tiger Pathway were used.  Mr. Hendricks is responding to an inquiry from a member of the public.  Mr. Reynolds is in the process of responding to Mr. Hendricks. 

Transfer Station:  The Board inquired about a generator for the Transfer Station.  In the event that the power goes out at the Transfer Station when they are open, the Board would like to see if the Transfer Station can still take refuse when the public has gone to the trouble of loading their trucks.  Mr. Reynolds will investigate the cost of a generator and other alternatives.

TEDD Update: TEDD Director Leslie Jones and Economic Development Specialist (EDS) Julie Abernathy met with the Board to give an update.  Ms. Jones introduced Ms. Abernethy to the Board as the new EDS for TEDD on her first day.  Ms. Jones has discussed with Ms. Abernethy some thoughts on her role and responsibilities.  The Board advised Ms. Abernethy that they would like her to attend their Monday meetings once a month or more if warranted to give updates.  Ms. Jones advised the Board that Ms. Abernethy will be working on marketing materials for business inquiries, all ADO requirements, and recruitment.  Ms. Abernethy will also be working on the PDA, Pinegrove water project, and the RBEG grant for signs, as well as coordinating training, and lead certification.  The Board inquired about the Buckhorn Community Advisory Association (BCAA) meetings.  The Board would like to see Ms. Abernethy keeping informed with the BCAA.  The Board also requested Ms. Abernethy to keep informed on the ongoing quest for Broadband.  Ms. Jones advised the Board that Stevens County approved $168,000 for remodel of their new location in Colville.  It will include Stevens County Extension and Rural Resources Weatherization, along with a resource center for local businesses.
