Board of Ferry County Commissioners

February 1, 2010

Meeting Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of January 11, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions & Corrections to the agenda:  Undersheriff Tom Williams cancelled his 1:00 appointment regarding the Homeland Security Grant.
Legislative Update: A telephone conference was held at 8:15 AM with Lobbyist Jim Potts regarding Legislative Updates.

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.

Fuel Ms. McBride reported that the courthouse boiler has 1500 gallons of heating oil remaining.  

Courtesy Phones Ms. McBride advised the Board that the courtesy phones for the ADA Lift are just about complete.  The wiring needs to be finished and then they will be ready for use.

ADA Lift Ms. McBride advised the Board that she held an ADA Lift use refresher course last Friday and will hold another one this week.  Ms. McBride will report to the Commissioners office when the next refresher course is held.

Spending Approval Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that The Treasurer’s office needs to repair their printer and the cost is $800, the E911 needs to repair their bathroom and the cost is $600, the Commissioners office needs a new computer program and the cost is $350, the Jail needs repairs to the heating unit in the female pod for $350, and the Jail is requesting $2500 for cameras and installation.  The Board approved all of the requests except the $2500 for cameras and installation.

Rail Corridor Committee & Golden Tiger Pathway Committee Ms. Bechtol requested that the Board clarify the committees needed for the rail corridor.  The Board advised Ms. Bechtol that there is only the need for two committees. One for the extension of the Golden Tiger Pathway to Herron Creek Road which is the Golden Tiger Pathway Committee and one for Herron Creek Road north which is the Rail Corridor Committee.

Planning Update:  Planning Director Irene Whipple met with the Board to give an update.  Ms. Whipple is working with the Planning Commission on updating the Comprehensive Plan.  Ms. Whipple will be keeping the public informed and holding public workshops.  
Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give updates.  Mr. Reynolds informed the Board that the Keller Shop construction is moving forward quite well.  The Inchelium Safe Routes to School is out for design and on schedule.  The Golden Tiger Pathway packet on how funds were spent on the trail has been sent to WSDOT for their review.  Mr. Reynolds reported that he had a meeting with Brian Clark from the Colville Confederated Tribe and their plans include paving Hall Creek Road from the end of the existing pavement and Silver Creek Road is on their schedule for 2011.  Public Works will be working with the Tribe to maintain Bridge Creek.

Solid Waste Holiday Schedule: Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation met with the Board to discuss the Transfer stations holiday schedule. Also present were Public Works Director Troy Reynolds and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell.  After review of the holiday schedule submitted by Ms. Cromwell it was decided that the Transfer Station would be open on Veterans Day to Mr. Couse and to the general public.  Mr. Couse inquired about a late payment letter he received.  The payment he receives from the City does not come until the 3rd week of the month and therefore he would not be able to meet the payment date on his bill.  The Board would like the matter  reviewed by the Solid Waste Advisory Committee.

After review and discussion motion was made by Commissioner Miller, second by Commissioner Heath to reappoint Larry Heming to the Golden Tiger Pathway Advisory Board.  After review and discussion motion was made by Commissioner Heath, seconded by Commissioner Miller with all in favor to reappoint Luis Trimm to the Golden Tiger Pathway Advisory Board. Ferry County Water Conservancy Board Request from the Ferry County Water Conservancy Board requesting Brad Miller be appointed to the Water Conservancy Board.  After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion, second by Commissioner Bond to appoint Brad Miller to the Ferry County Water Conservancy Board.  Commissioner Miller abstained. Land Exchange East Matsen Creek Road upon recommendations made by Public Works Director Troy Reynolds, Lot 1 has a value of $2,500.00 or less, exchange that northern portion of Lot 1 as described in the Quit Claim County, for a deeded right-of-way as described in Quit Claim Lakey.  This solution falls within conditions 2 and 3 of the guidelines set forth in RCW 36.34.020.  (Exhibit 16)

Pine Grove Water Easement for water pipeline and appurtenances between Ferry County, City of Republic, and the Pine Grove Water Cooperative Association. (Exhibit 17)

Local Agency Agreement Supplements with WSDOT for Ferry County Low-Cost Run-off-road Safety Improvements County wide and Bridge Creek Safety from mile post 28 to mile post 29.5.  (Exhibit 18 & 19)

Central Washington Asphalt Contract for Bridge Creek Top East between Ferry County and Central Washington Asphalt, Inc. in the amount of $271,067.00.  (Exhibit 20)

County Road Administration Board Certification of the 2010 road levy, and estimated revenue produced.  (Exhibit 21)

Purchase Approval: Risk Manager Jill Gates met with the Board to request the purchase approval for a safe.  Ms. Gates would like the safe to store confidential information.    After discussion the Board approved the purchase.

Tourism Project Reviews: Jon Chrysler from the Republic Regional Visitors & Convention Bureau was present. There was review and discussion for the awards. Contracts will be ready to be sent out next week.
Pine Grove Water Project: City of Republic Councilwoman Linda Hall met with the Board to discuss the Pine Grove Water Easement.  Also present were City of Republic Public Works Director Casey Giddings, Ferry County Public Works Director Troy Reynolds, and Chronicle reporter Brenda Starkey. After review and discussion the Board advised Ms. Hall of their concerns about the repairs to the Golden Tiger Pathway.   Ms. Hall assured the Board that the Golden Tiger Pathway crossings would be repaired to their satisfaction.  Ms. Hall advised the Board that the preconstruction meeting will be held on the 10th of February at 2pm at City Hall.  The Board would like Mr. Reynolds to attend.  Ms. Hall also advised the Board that there will be weekly construction meetings after construction begins.  The Board would like the County Engineer to review the easement.  

Rail Trail Committee:  Sign in sheet is on file.  Recreation Trail Committee Chair Bobbie Weller met with the Board.   A Special meeting was called to review the bylaws of the committee.  There is a question as to if a quorum was present at the meeting.  The Board reminded them that they are an advisory committee and that the committee is to make recommendations to the Board for changes in the bylaws so a quorum is not an issue. The Board would like the committee to review the bylaw suggestions with the whole committee after the new members have been appointed by the Board.    Then upon the committee’s approval present them to the Board.

Rail Trail Committee Issue:  Stan Christie met with the Board to discuss committee issues.  Mr. Christie reported that he is unsure of his place on the committee now that it is non-motorized.  Mr. Christie would like to see a handicap position in place of the motorized position.    

Lease:  Bobbie Weller met with the Board to discuss the railroad property lease.  Ms. Weller inquired about the property that her family has leased for 40 years from the railroad.  The Board requested information from Omnitrax regarding the lease and has not received any information from Omnitrax yet.  Ms. Weller provided the Board with the email address of the property manager at Omnitrax.

There being no further business the Board adjourned until February 8, 2010.
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
