Board of Ferry County Commissioners

February 8, 2010

Meeting Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes of January 19, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of February 1, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions & Corrections to the agenda: Undersheriff Tom Williams cancelled his 1:00 appointment.

Commissioners Working Session: The Board of Ferry County Commissioners held a working session regarding various County issues.

Connections Update:  Director Kate Rowe-Maloret met with the Board to give an update.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret discussed with the Board the HMIS Service contract for the data entry of the new homeless data collection program.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret reported on the Webinar she attended on the housing committee changes in the funding formula. There is a possible 30% decrease in funding to Ferry County.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret suggested as a county we talk to our legislators concerning this reduction.   Ms. Rowe-Maloret reported that she met with Cynthia Larson on the Census and they will be working together to get an accurate count.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret advised the Board that Connections is also working on violence prevention groups named “Steps to Respect” in Keller, Inchelium and Republic schools.    

Commissioners Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, MIS Director Darrell Dirks and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.

Courthouse Ms. McBride reported that she will be cleaning up the limbs on the courthouse lawn.  Ms. McBride has changed the hours the boiler is being used due to the warmer weather conditions.  

ADA lift Ms. McBride reported that the ADA lift is broken again.  Otis Elevator was up Friday to repair the lift but needs replacement parts to complete the repairs.  The Board requested Ms. McBride to inquire with Otis Elevator if there is better alternatives to use for ADA that could replace the current lift.  

Internet policy Ms. Bechtol reminded the Board that memos went out to the Department Heads giving two weeks to comply with the policy acknowledgement.  The Board would like Ms. Bechtol to send an email reminder today that the deadline is approaching.  Mr. Dirks clarified that it will be only the internet access that is terminated not the access to the server.

Cell phones Ms. Bechtol reported that an audit of the county cell phones has uncovered some misuse by employees.  Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the Personnel policy is unclear on the usage and may need to be readdressed.
Public Works Update: Engineer Bob Breashears, Director Troy Reynolds, and Office Manager/Controller Shalene Brown met with the Board to give updates.  

Echo Bay Haul Agreement Ms. Brown advised the Board that it is time to review the annual agreement with Echo Bay on road repairs.

Small Works Applications Ms. Brown would like to require email addresses for the small works applications.  Without an email address for the individual companies, the job alerts come to the County email and therefore the companies do not get updated information.  The Board approved the email address requirement.

Kettle River Road The Board would like Mr. Reynolds to submit a request for funding on the Kettle River Road.  The Board would like this request made each year until the road is finally funded.

E911 Update:  E911 Coordinator Raymond Maycumber met with the Board to give an update.  Mr. Maycumber reported that the Spillman server is 7 yrs old and should have been changed out 2 yrs ago.   The State will reimburse the County for the Spillman server replacement.  Spillman suggested that E911 should stay with AIX until all updates have caught up to handle a windows based program.  Mr. Maycumber has received a quote from Datapro Solutions for $50,000 for the server and its conversion.    Mr. Maycumber reported that the Positron phone system is also in need of being changed out. The cost is approximately $97,000 and is possibly reimbursable by the state.  Mr. Maycumber will be investigating the phone system further.   The Board would like to be sure the Positron phone system will be compatible with the pilot program and the next generation 911system.
