Board of Ferry County Commissioners

March 1, 2010

Meeting Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of February 16, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions & Corrections to the agenda:  Greg Will cancelled his 10:00 AM appointment.  

Legislative Update: A telephone conference was held at 8:15 AM with Lobbyist Jim Potts regarding Legislative Updates.

Commissioners Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.

Fuel Ms. McBride provided the Board with heating fuel oil bids for the boiler.  The lowest bidder is with Coleman Fuel.  The Board approved the purchase of the fuel oil from Coleman Fuel.  Ms. McBride reported that the boiler has a small leak in one of the pipes and she is working on the repair.

Steinbach Construction Ms. McBride reported that she has contacted Steinbach Construction to discuss the front steps.  The sealant that was placed on the front steps of the courthouse seems to be coming off.

Jail Ms. McBride advised the Board that the jail recycle bins are getting full as they only have 1 bin.  Ms. McBride would like to get another recycle bin from the shredding company. The Board approved.

Large Format Copier Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the scanner needs repairs costing $1200.  It is not a CE budget and there is money in the Large Format Copier budget for repairs.  The Board approved.

New Email addresses Ms. Bechtol provided the Board with their new email addresses and advised the Board how to access the email from their computers.   

Fair Association Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the Fair Association has stepped up and taken on the responsibilities to help in the interim until a new Fair Manager can be hired.

Black Box/PBX Phone System:  MIS Director Darrell Dirks and Auditor Dianna Galvan met with the Board to discuss a new phone system.  Mr. Dirks reviewed the new proposed phone system with the Board.  It will mean that the phone numbers will be changing and Verizon will forward the old number to the new number until the new phone book comes out.  The Board approved.

ADA Lift/Special Prosecutor:  Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona met with the Board to discuss the ADA Lift and a Special Prosecutor.  Mr. Sandona will need the original contract and any correspondence that has been received to make a case against the manufacturer and installer.  Otis is willing to do a statement on what is wrong with the ADA Lift.  Mr. Sandona thinks that this will be very helpful.  Mr. Sandona is requesting a special prosecutor for an upcoming appeals case.  Maximum payment for the special prosecutor will be $2750.  The Board approved.

Facebook:  Auditor Dianna Galvan and Elections Administrator Liz Stinson met with the Board to request Facebook access on the internet.  Ms. Gavlan presented the Board with a letter outlining the benefits of having a Facebook page for Elections.  (Exhibit 15) The Board would like to discuss this with the MIS department before making a decision.

Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds and Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown met with the Board to give updates.

Inchelium Trail Mr. Reynolds reported that this project is close to being ready.  He is meeting with the utilities and the Tribe to walk thru the project.

ARR Projects Mr. Reynolds is submitting more ARR projects for the stimulus package.  These are local projects.  The Board requested Mr. Reynolds include the Kettle River Freight Mobility project with these projects.

Enhancement On Trails Mr. Reynolds reported that he will be using Enhancement Funding on the Curlew trail and crossing.  The Board inquired about the Gibralter Trail and the Golden Tiger Pathway.  Mr. Reynolds advised that there is another funding round available in the spring for enhancement as well.

Chip Seal Mr. Reynolds reported that they will be chip sealing Klondike Road, Inchelium Highway from Highway 20 to Lake Ellen, Kettle River Road, and possibly Manilla Creek.

Fairgrounds Pit The Board inquired about the gravel pit at the Fairgrounds.  Mr. Reynolds advised that the pit has been approved by the State.  There is debris and trees that need to be removed before the crushing begins and they would like to see that cleaned up ahead of time.

Brooms Mr. Reynolds reported that there are two brooms at Ritchie Brothers Auction and would like to send someone over to bid on them.  The Board inquired if Public Works has sufficient funds to cover the brooms.  Mr. Reynolds advised that if they keep the bids between $5000 & $8,000, that there are enough funds in ER&R to cover the costs.  The Board approved.
Fair Manager Position: Fair Association President Mike Blankenship met with the Board regarding the resignation and replacement of a Fairgrounds Business Manager. A sign in sheet is on file. Mr. Blankenship stated that at the Fair Board meeting the duties that need to be done for the Fair are being divided up between various volunteers. With the Volunteers stepping in there will need to be approval from the Board of Commissioners stating they have permission to perform some of the duties the Business Manager was responsible for. An emergency Resolution will be drafted for this purpose until the situation is resolved. Mr. Blankenship also referred to the MOU between the County and the Fair Association pointing out that the County is responsible for maintaining a Fairgrounds Business Manager and inquired as to how this will be handled. The Fair Association and the volunteers will be responsible for putting on the Fair but the rest of the responsibilities for the operation of the Fairgrounds fall on the County. After discussion the Board stated that they will look at what funds are available to hire a part time position to fulfill these obligations.
