ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

March 22, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes of March 8, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions and Corrections to the agenda: Border Patrol Agent Tim Engmen rescheduled his 10:00 AM appointment.

Correspondence Review:  The following correspondence has been sent or received and placed as part of these minutes.

Letter to Patrick Hamilton accepting his resignation from the Ferry County Water Conservation Board and thanking Mr. Hamilton for his dedication and service to the County.

Connections Update: Director Kate Rowe-Maloret met with the Board to give an update.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret advised the Board that Connections is preparing for a busy April.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret provided the Board with Connections 2010-2013 Strategic Plan.  (Exhibit 1)  The Plan has 4 main goals with an action plan to accomplish those goals.  The Board inquired about law enforcement training offered by Connections and what kind of coordination with the law enforcement they have received.  Ms. Rowe-Maloret reported that Connections plans to schedule the training to fit with the law enforcement’s schedules.   Ms. Rowe-Maloret reported that Connections has been awarded Federal Funds under the Emergency Food and Shelter National Board Program in the amount of $5600 which is less than last year.  The funding is split with the Food Pantry for food and Connections for shelter.  

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, MIS Director Darrell Dirks, Joyce Schertenleib and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.  

ADA Lift Ms. McBride reported that the estimated cost to repair the ADA Lift will be $7,000.  The Board would like Ms. Kinney to investigate options with the original grant before authorizing the large expenditure for repairs.

Sweeping Ms. McBride reported that the employee parking lot and the front parking lot of the courthouse have been swept.  Due to the excessive sanding on the employee parking lot caused by the City’s water main break, the City’s insurance is paying for the sweeping of the employee parking lot.  

Hand rail Ms. McBride advised the Board that she has contacted the schools to see if they can do the welding for the hand rail of courthouse sidewalk steps.

Phone System   Mr. Dirks has a new quote from Black Box with a rework up of the phone lines.  Discussion was held on the options for purchasing the equipment.  The Board advised Mr. Dirks that leasing the phone system is the best way to purchase the equipment. (Exhibit 2)

Department Head/Elected Official Update: Ferry County Clerk Jean Booher, Risk Manager Jill Gates, Assessor Rachel Siracuse, Legal Assistant Cindy Nelson, Treasurer Kathleen Rupp, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Auditor Dianna Galvan, Juvenile Probation Counselor Cleve Ives, WSU Extension Agent Dan Fagerlie, Weed Coordinator Mary Fee, E911 Coordinator Ray Maycumber, Connections Director Kate Rowe-Maloret, and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.

Public Records Mr. Maycumber advised the Board that according to the RCW’s the County needs to appoint a public records officer.  This person would attend trainings and work with the elected officials and department heads when a public records request has been received. Mr. Maycumber also advised that the County can opt out of indexing of policies by resolution.  

Budget Ms. Siracuse inquired about the budget.  The Board advised that the County is right where we expected to be and County staff still needs to restrict spending.  The Board projects that next year will be even tougher.      

E911 Mr. Maycumber is researching how other counties are charging for address requests.  Mr. Maycumber advised that this is a common practice.

Consent:
CE Sheriff Funds Transfer in the amount of $975.16 to Enhanced 911 to reimburse E911 for Maycumber’s deputy hours.  (Exhibit 3)

Memorandum of Agreement between Ferry County and Gene & Bobbie Weller in consideration of the exchange for pasture and land access to their adjoining property. (Exhibit 4)

Ferry County Resolution No. 2010-06 Martin Hall Small Public Works Projects.  After review and discussion motion was made by Commissioner Miller, seconded by Commissioner Heath with all in favor of adopting Ferry County Resolution No. 2010-06 establishing dispensing with advertisement and competitive bidding for small Public Works projects for Martin Hall. (Exhibit 5)

Certification-County Roads Administration Board reports for 2009.  (Exhibit 9)

Title III Awards: Sign in sheet on file.  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol presented the Board with two proposals for Title III awards. Motion was made by Commissioner Miller, seconded by Commissioner Heath to award the 2010 Title III project awards as follows:

Search and Rescue: in the amount of $30,700.

Ponderosa Park: in the amount of $15,000.00.

The motion carried unanimously. (Exhibit 7 & 8)
Public Works Update:  Engineer Bob Breshears, Director Troy Reynolds, Controller/Office Manager Shelene Brown, and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give updates.  Cliff Couse of Couse’s Sanitation was also present. 

Transfer Station Holidays.  Ms. Cromwell researched holiday schedules with other counties for 2011 and presented them to the Board.  This is just for information only and no decision was expected today.  Mr. Couse stated that this schedule looks the best as presented so far.  (Exhibit 10)

County Road Advisory Board Mr. Breshears presented the forms for 2009 to the Board.

County Right of Way Permit for Bryan Peterson was discussed.  Mr. Breshears provided the Board with the Ordinance No. 2002-03 for work on the County right of way.  Mr. Peterson would need to comply with the Ordinance in order to get a permit.  Mr. Breshears suggested the County update county road standards. The comp plan references the county road standards along with the 6 yr transportation plan.

Executive Session The Board went into executive session at 2:30 PM with Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona, Ferry County Accountant Dana Kincaid, Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol and Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney for possible litigation issues. The meeting returned to open session at 3:00 and no decisions were made.

Fairgrounds Maintenance Manager: Wayne Egner met with the Board to give an update.  Mr. Egner reported that the Fire Department came out over the weekend and burned the debris that was sitting on the location of the potential pit.  Discussion was held on logging the trees in the potential pit area.  Mr. Egner needs a map from Public Works to make sure he has the correct property lines.  Mr. Egner inquired about the fair manager’s position.    The Board advised Mr. Egner that the County will be hiring a fair grounds manager at 50% time.  

There being no further business the Commissioner Miller made a motion to close the meeting.   Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  The next meeting for the Board of Ferry County Commissioners will be held on April 5, 2010.
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
