Board of Ferry County Commissioners

March 8, 2010

Meeting Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of February 22, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes of March 1, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions and Corrections to the Agenda:  Attorney Steve Graham was not available for the GMA Update.

Commissioners Working Session: Joyce Schertenleib Chief Deputy/Controller met with the Board to discuss the Fairgrounds revolving and petty cash checking account’s.  After discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to add the Chief Deputy/Controller Joyce Schertenleib and Treasurer Kathleen Rupp on the Fairgrounds checking account and change the address to the Auditors office.  Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.
Spillman Server & Part Time Call Taker: E911 Coordinator Ray Maycumber met with the Board to discuss the Spillman Server, part time call taker, and public records request.  Mr. Maycumber updated the Board on the public records request law changes.  Mr. Maycumber suggested that one-person handle the public records request for the entire County and be trained in responding to such requests.  Mr. Maycumber reported that the state has responded to the request for approval to reimburse the County for the Spillman Server.  Mr. Maycumber requested authorization to order the server and the Board approved.  Mr. Maycumber would like another part time call taker to help fill shifts when needed.  This person would not be on the regular schedule and would probably only work 1 or 2 days a month.  This will not require additional funds in the budget.   The Board approved.

Commissioners Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates. 

Boiler Ms. McBride fixed the leaking pipe on the boiler.  There is still one more pipe that needs to be repaired and she should have that completed in the next few days.  

Tree Bid Ms. McBride requested a bid to prune the big trees on the courthouse lawn.  The Bid is from Treeworks for $1300 which includes hauling away the debris.  The Board inquired if they could do the work on the weekends and Ms. McBride responded they would.  The Board approved the bid with Treeworks.

Front Steps Ms. McBride reported that she has spoken with Steinbach Construction who put the sealant on the front steps of the Courthouse.  Steinbach Construction will be sending someone up to inspect the steps. 

Sweeping Ms. McBride inquired about contacting Todd Young to sweep the employee parking lot.  The Board approved.

ADA Lift Ms. McBride reported that she has given the Prosecuting Attorney copies of all the information she has on the ADA Lift repairs.  Ms. McBride advised the Board that Otis Elevator is waiting on parts, when they arrive they will be up to repair the lift.

Fair Cell Phone Ms. Bechtol inquired about keeping the cell phone for the next fair manager.   After discussion the Board advised Ms. Bechtol to change the cell phone number and give it to the MIS Department.  

Roller Skating Grant Ms. Kinney advised the Board that The Wellness Committee is working on a grant with the Washington Health Foundation for a roller skating rink out at the fairgrounds.  Ms. Kinney requested authorization to order a book on how to start up a skating rink.  The Board approved the purchase.

Planning Update:  Planning Director Irene Whipple met with the Board to give an update.  Also present was Gary Howden.  Ms. Whipple advised the Board that the Deputy Planner has requested the County keep her on medical coverage while she is working 20 hours per week.  The personnel policy requires an employee to work 32 hours per week to keep their medical coverage.   Ms. Whipple provided the Board with a brief update on GMA litigation.  Ms. Whipple reminded the Board of the Short Plat requirements.  The Short Plats are required to be completed within 2 years of receiving the permit.  Ms. Whipple advised the Board that there will be a GMA Hearing at the PUD Tuesday March 9th.  Commissioner Bond will attend the hearing.
