
ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

April 12, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of March 22, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of April 5, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions and Corrections to the agenda: Sheriff Warner and Undersheriff Williams cancelled their 11:00 appointment for Stone Garden Grant.

Commissioners Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.

County Flag Ms. McBride reported that our County Flag is in poor condition.  The Board would like Ms. McBride to take the flag down.  Commissioner Bond challenged the other Commissioners to match his donation to replace the flag.  Commissioner Heath and Commissioner Miller accepted the challenge.

Men’s Room Ms. McBride advised the Board that the men’s room in the courthouse needs the floor repaired.  Ms. McBride will need to do the repairs on a Saturday and will swap a weekday workday to avoid overtime.  The Board approved.

Handrail The Board inquired about the handrail for the steps on the sidewalk in front of the courthouse.  Ms. McBride has contacted the schools and is awaiting a reply.   

Grant Class Ms. Kinney reported on a grant workshop she attended sponsored by Congresswoman Cathy McMorris Rodgers.  The speaker and classroom presentations were very informative.  The workshop provided research and information sources that will be very valuable to the County.

Fairgrounds Business Manager Ms. Bechtol provided the Board with the Fairgrounds Business Manager’s Job description.  After review and discussion the Board approved the job description.  Ms. Bechtol will place an ad in the Newsminer for applications being accepted until 4 PM on April 23, 2010.  

Mountain Music Festival Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the Mountain Music Festival is scheduled for August 7th at the fairgrounds and requested the Board to waive the rental fee.  The proceeds from the festival will go to the schools to provide musical instruments for students.  The Board inquired if they will clean up after the festival to help with expenses involved in the maintenance of the grounds.  

Shop Foreman Update: Sign in sheet on file.

Boyds Shop Mr. Palmer advised the Board that his crew is working on brush cutting and they were the first shop to use the new sweeper.    The Board inquired about Paradise Cove Road, and Mr. Palmer advised the Board that the residents only want them to grade the first 200 feet of the road.    

Curlew Shop Mr. McNitt reported to the Board that the Kettle River Road is not going to stand up to the truck traffic much longer.  The Board advised Mr. McNitt that they have contacted Kinross to discuss the road.  Mr. McNitt reported that Boulder Pass is rutting due to log trucks.   Road restrictions are still in force but there are trucks violating the restrictions.  

Republic Shop Mr. Kellogg reported that they got half their sweeping done and the machine broke down.  They are working on painting the shop and have their road grading caught up.  The Paver has been checked out for use in Inchelium.   Mr. Kellogg also reported that things are going well and that they would like a commissioner to visit every now and then.  The Board agreed.  

Keller Shop Mr. Jannot thanked the Board for the new shop. There is still work to be completed on the septic.  Mr. Jannot reported that a representative from the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) stopped by the Keller Shop to discuss Hellsgate and Balcom Road.  The BIA would like to work with the County to redo this loop which would save a time and labor if they work together.

Inchelium Shop Mr. Harris advised the Board that they are changing trucks over for spring work.  Mr. Harris reported that the sweeping is almost completed and there is a lot of road patching that needs to be done.  

Seasonal Help The Board inquired about the foremans’ opinions on the use of seasonal help.  The foremens’ concerns are keeping the shape of the road and the surface material on the road.  The crews are familiar with the roads and know their trouble spots that need extra attention.  

Mechanic Mr. Hamilton advised the Board that Public Works is bringing Bill Ackerson back to work on the crusher and he is also good at “wrenching”.  Mr. Hamilton reported that he has some engines that are being rebuilt; the Tigermower has transmission problems but is low on the priority list due to the budget.  The transfer station backhoe is in need of repair.  Mr. Hamilton inquired as to where to draw the line on repairs to equipment versus replacement of the equipment.  The Board advised Mr. Hamilton to work with the foremen and the Public Works Director to make a priority list.  

All Staff Meetings  The Board inquired if the foremen like the Board’s attendance at the all staff meeting.  The Foremen expressed their liking of the Board’s attendance at the meeting.  

Planning Update:  Planning Director Irene Whipple and Building Inspector Mike Nee met with the Board to give an update.  Also present was Planning Committee member Tamra Stevens.  Ms. Whipple received a letter on Miyoko Point plat amendments that was cc’d to the Board and has responded to the letter.  Ms. Whipple advised the Board that she is working with Public Works Director Troy Reynolds for the vacation of Miyoko Point and plat amendment.  Ms. Whipple updated the GMA appeals list.  Ms. Whipple would like to replace the Deputy Clerk whose last day of employment was Friday April 9th.  The Board would like the position to be summer help from May 1st to October 1st and will be a 6-month seasonal position.
