ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

April 19, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of April 5, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Additions and Corrections to the agenda: 

Correction to the March 1, 2010 minutes: “Mr. Reynolds reported that they will be chip sealing Klondike Road, Inchelium Highway from Highway 20 to Lake Ellen, Kettle River Road, and possibly Manilla Creek” should have read “Mr. Reynolds reported that they will be looking for funding for chip sealing Klondike Road, Inchelium Highway from Highway 20 to Lake Ellen, Kettle River Road, and possibly Manilla Creek”.
Commissioners Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Joyce Schertenleib and Maintenance Director Erin McBride met with the Board to give updates.

Handrail Ms. McBride advised the Board that she is still trying to reach the schools concerning the handrail for the stairs on the courthouse sidewalk.

County Flag Ms. McBride reported that she has taken down the county flag and needs a picture of the flag to reproduced it.  Commissioner Miller will be in Olympia and will take a picture of our county flag which is on display in the capital.

Employee Parking Lot Ms. McBride advised the Board that the employee parking lot needs some sealant work on the cracks to preserve the pavement.   

Budget Issues Ms. Schertenleib advised the Board on her concerns for the budget and the replacement of the deputy clerk in the Planning Dept.  The Board advised Ms. Schertenleib that the deputy clerk position in Planning will be seasonal and not be a full time position.

Summer Reading Program:  Librarian Gailene Hooper met with the Board to discuss the North Central Regional Library’s Summer Reading program.  Ms. Hooper advised the Board that in 2007 the library had 155 kids participate reading 1013 hours, in 2008 they had 188 kids participate reading 1325 hours and in 2009 they had 205 kids participate reading 1545 hours.  Ms. Hooper requested the use of the Fairgrounds Carousel building

on August 25th for an incentive party for kids as they have in the past few years.  The Board approved.

Washington State Fish & Wildlife:  Regional Director Steve Pozzanghera, Biologist Karin Divens, and Planning Director Irene Whipple met with the Board.  Mr. Pozzanghera wanted to introduce himself and meet the Board.  The Board expressed their appreciation for them being here.  The Board inquired about the pilot cougar project.  Mr. Pozzanghera thinks it is important that the county is part of the pilot cougar project. 

Ms. Whipple gave a brief update on the GMA compliance issues.  Ms. Whipple has been working with Ms. Divens on the GMA.  Ms. Divens believes that a trigger not a buffer is needed for the county to come into compliance with the polygons.    Ms. Divens recommendation is to go species by species and come up with a reasonable distance for the trigger area and advised the Board that Fish and Wildlife does not require buffers around polygons.    Fish and Wildlife will identify the species that are not here in Ferry County and get that list to Ms. Whipple.  The Board feels that would be very helpful along with the statement in writing that buffers are not required by Fish and Wildlife.

Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give an update.

Litter Grant Ms. Cromwell advised the Board that the litter grant has been cut $20,000.  This is a 2-year grant cycle so the cut will be for $10000 each year.  Ms. Cromwell reported that the Coordinated Prevention Grant has not been touched yet.  

County Vehicles The Board inquired about county vehicles being driven home and taking kids to school on their way to work with county vehicles.  Mr. Reynolds advised that he has talked with the state auditors and it is allowable if it is on the way to work.  The Board feels that the appearance to the general public is not favorable and would like Mr. Reynolds to review this practice.

Weed Coordinator:  Weed Coordinator Mary Fee met with the Board for an update.  Ms. Fee provided the Board with a map of priority roads that the Weed department will be spraying this year.  (Exhibit 9)  Ms. Fee is working with Public Works and the Weed Board to prioritize these roads.  Ms. Fee provided the Board with a copy of the agreement she has with Public Works.  Ms. Fee would like to use the same agreement with the Board for the spraying of the rail corridor.  The Board agreed.  Ms. Fee will have it for next Monday’s meeting along with the resolution.

Commissioners Working Session: The Board of Ferry County Commissioners held a working session regarding various County issues.
