ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

April 5, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller, Bond, and Heath present.  

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of March 15, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with the majority vote.

Additions and Corrections to the agenda: Commissioner Bond left the meeting at 10:05 to attend a meeting in Colville with Cathy McMorris Rodgers.  The Border Patrol cancelled their 10:00 appointment.

Commissioner Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, and MIS Director Darrell Dirks met with the Board to give updates.  

Cardboard recycling Ms. McBride reported that she has received an email from Couse’s Sanitation regarding the cardboard recycling.  Garbage has been put in the bin and it costs the county additional money for Couse’s to handle the garbage. After review of the cardboard recycling the Board made the decision for Ms. McBride to transport the cardboard for recycling to the transfer station.   A memo will go out to all the employees advising of the change and a letter will be sent to Mr. Couse that the County will transport its own cardboard for recycling.    

Phone System The Board inquired about the two advance payments that are required for the phone system.  Mr. Dirks advised that the two payments go towards the lease and shortens the lease by two months.  Mr. Dirks reported that he has received the cost of the phone lines for local service that will be purchased from Verizon and it still saves the County money.    The Board would like Mr. Dirks to move forward with the new phone system.  

Rail Corridor Committee: Sign in sheet on file.  Rail Corridor Committee Chair Bobbie Weller met with the Board to give an update and discuss their meeting location.  Ms. Weller advised the Board that the RCC has received a letter from Steve Parker with concerns on the traffic on the rail bed.  Ms. Weller inquired about putting ecology blocks at the Wall Street Bridge to discourage vehicular traffic.  The Board advised that the County does not have the funds to place the ecology blocks in place.  Ms. Weller advised the Board that the committee would like to share their meeting minutes with the Golden Tiger pathway.  Ms. Weller reported that Lloyd Odell is working on the weed control with a sub committee.  The Board advised they have received a preliminary bid from the Weed Board and as a good neighbor the Board would like to proceed with the weed control.    Ms. Weller reported that parking along the rail corridor is being investigated and mapping is being worked on.  They are also working on mission statement so they can move forward and start working on the master plan for the corridor.  Elections have been held and Ms. Weller was elected Chair, Lloyd Odell Vice Chair and George Marcoe is the secretary.    The meeting location was voted on in the last two meetings and it was decided to have the meetings at the Old Fire Hall in Republic.  Ms. Weller reported that the RCC would like to announce the corridor is open to use for non motorized use.  The Board advised that the interim use plan is still in effect and the trail is not officially open.
Ferry County Clerk: Ferry County Clerk Jean Booher met with the Board to discuss the Deputy Clerk position.  Also present was Deputy Clerk Chris Burnside.  Ms. Booher advised the Board that she would like the Deputy Clerk to go from 80% to 100% of time.  The Deputy Clerk has been working on a legal collection program and has increased the revenue substantially.  In the first 3 months, remittance is up 21% compared to last year at this time. Ms. Booher explained that the Justice Assistant grant expires in June and is hoping it will be available again.  With the added time Ms. Booher would like her to include the juvenile’s fines as well.  Ms. Booher would like to accomplish this and have the Deputy Clerk at 100% by May.  The Board would like to see a detailed plan in writing.

Proclamation Grange Month After review and discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Heath to call upon all grange members to welcome new members into their grange by Proclaiming April Grange Month.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion and the motion carried with a majority vote.  (Exhibit 11)

Inter Local Cooperation Agreement between Ferry County Public Works and Ferry County Public Utility District #1 regarding the cooperative use of facilities, equipment and personnel.  (Exhibit 12)

Public Works Update:  Public Works Director Troy Reynolds and Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown met with the Board to give updates.

Job Description Temporary Seasonal Maintenance Laborer Mr. Reynolds inquired if the Board had the opportunity to review the job description.  The Board advised Mr. Reynolds that they would like to make a decision on the Temporary Seasonal Maintenance Laborer after they have spoken with the shop Foreman.  Mr. Reynolds reminded the Board that this temporary laborer will save the Public Works money and that he will be pulling from the shops for the crusher, leaving the shops short on labor forces.

Pay Scale Resolution Ms. Brown advised the Board that she is combined amending Resolution No. 2009-02 and rescinding Resolution No. 2008-43 setting rates for Public Works.  There has been confusion on these resolutions in the past and it simplifies the process by putting everything in one resolution.
Inter Local Agreement with PUD.  Mr. Reynolds presented the Board with the inter local agreement with the PUD.  This will authorize Public Works to execute one or more memorandum of understandings to include use of facilities, equipment, personnel and site improvements, maintenance responsibilities along with charges, costs or fees.

Peterson Property Mr. Reynolds inquired about the right of way ordinance and how to change the ordinance.  The Board advised that a new ordinance would need to be written that supersedes the original ordinance.  The ordinance would need to be published for 3 weeks for a public hearing.

Rail Corridor The Board inquired about a right of way permit for the rail corridor.  Mr. Reynolds will investigate the options for the permitting.

Micheal Braun Property Issue:  Micheal & Laurel Braun met with the Board to discuss a property issue.   Chief Appraiser Greg Anderson was also present.   Mr. Braun would like to purchase a small piece of county property that is adjacent to their property within the city limits.   It is approximately .23 acres and Mr. Braun owns property on either side.  It is a small piece that he believes would be of no interest to anyone other than him as the majority of the land is in the ravine.  The Board would like to investigate the matter in greater detail.  Ms. Braun was asked to research the history of the property. 

Planning Update:  Planning Director Irene Whipple met with the Board to give an update.  Also present were Planning Commission members Tamra Stevens, Gary Howden and Attorney Steve Graham.  Ms. Whipple advised the Board of the North East Washington Trends meeting is set for May 13th at 1:30 in the Commissioners office.  Commissioner Heath will attend.  Ms. Whipple advised the Board that the Deputy Clerk in her office has submitted her resignation and Ms. Whipple would like to know if she can replace her.  The Board would like more time before responding to her request.   Ms. Whipple provided the Board with a summary of GMA appeal issues still out of compliance. (Exhibit 13)  Mr. Graham requested that the Board go into Executive Session at this time.

Executive Session: The Board went into Executive Session at 3:15 PM with Attorney Steve Graham, Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, and Planning Director Irene Whipple present for possible GMA litigation issues. The meeting returned to open session at 3:45. No Action was taken.
Commissioner Working Session: The Board of Ferry County Commissioners held a working session regarding various County issues.
