ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

June 14, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. with Commissioners Miller and Heath present.  Commissioner Bond was attending the WSAC conference in Grand Mound.  Also present was Brian Dansel.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of May 17, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with the majority vote.

Additions and Corrections to the agenda: Prosecuting Attorney’s Office Administrative Assistant Cindy Nelson was added to the agenda at 8:15 AM.  Interlocal agreement for recycling with Stevens County and Agreement between Pine Grove Water Cooperative Association and Ferry County were added to the consent items on the agenda.

Prosecutor’s Building: Prosecuting Attorney’s Office Administrative Assistant Cindy Nelson met with the Board to discuss the Prosecutor’s building.  Ms. Nelson advised the Board that the County is eligible to receive over $26,000 from the state for the Prosecutor’s building. All monies need to be spent by June 30th with a bill presented to the state on or before that date. Ms. Nelson reported that she has contacted Job Corp and they are available to do the labor.  The materials will be purchased out of the $26,000.  Job Corp will send a materials list to Ms. Nelson and she will order materials after she completes the phone bidding process. The windows and heat vent work can be done immediately.  The Board approved and requested that Ms. Nelson keep the Board updated.  
Commissioner’s Staff Update: Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Fair Grounds Manager Cathy Lindsey, and Risk Manager Jill Gates met with the Board to give updates.

Yard Work Ms. McBride reported that the yard work is caught up.  Ms. McBride advised that she will be working with the inmates to do the yard work at the Prosecutor’s building.

Parking Lot Striper Ms. McBride reported that Wayne Egner donated a parking lot striper to the county.  Ms. McBride will use the striper to redo the lines in the parking lot for the courthouse.

Hand rail Ms. McBride reported that the hand rail for the front courthouse sidewalk is finished and will be installed this week if weather permits.

Public records ordinance and policy and procedures Ms. Gates advised the Board that she has a draft Public Records Ordinance and a draft Policy and Procedures Ordinance, and has sent them to Canfield for their approval. Ms. Gates would like  public records request forms to be available on the county’s website.  The Board requested that Ms. Gates submit the form to the Prosecutor for his review.

Smoking Ms. Gates has received complaints about employees smoking at entrances to the courthouse.  The main complaint is for the area at the walkway between the courthouse and E911 center.  The Board made the decision to eliminate this smoking area and take away the ashtray at this entrance. The Board will be sending out a memo to all employees and requested that Ms. Gates draft the memo.

ADA Lift  Ms. Gates reported that Otis Elevator inspected the courthouse building and has suggested two possible areas for an elevator.  Otis Elevator also suggested fixing the current lift by stripping it down and rebuilding it.  Otis Elevator will provide an estimate for this.  The Board inquired about an engineers report on the ADA lift.  The Board asked Ms. Gates to contact Labor and Industries to get a suggestion for an engineer who specializes in lift inspections.

Fairgrounds Ms. Lindsey reported that the new phone line for the fairgrounds will be hooked up Wednesday.  The pay phone at the fairgrounds will be hooked up Tuesday.  The Board inquired about the cleaning up of fairgrounds buildings after rental.  The Board would like Ms. Lindsey to draft a letter advising the users that it needs to be left the way they found it.  This letter can be sent to the users who do not clean up after themselves.

Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown met with the Board to give updates.

Project Updates Mr. Reynolds reminded the Board that there is a bid opening at next Monday’s meeting for the Ferry County Low Cost Run Off project.  Inchelium Safe Routes to School project is starting next week.  Bridge Creek Top East is starting tomorrow if the weather permits and will finish this week.  Mr. Reynolds is waiting for the contract for the Bridge Creek Safety project.

Shops Mr. Reynolds reported that Republic Shop personnel are training on the new paint striping truck.  They are removing sand from behind Shop 60 and will screen it for the Republic Shop to use.  Both Curlew and Keller graders are down for repairs.  Other equipment in need of repairs are the brush tractor and the D8 Cat.

Ansorage Hotel Mr. Reynolds has contacted the Historical Preservation Office and was advised that there is no money available.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that he will be doing the survey on the Ansorage Hotel and provide the Board with the estimate for the repair costs for the drainage problem at the hotel.

Preservation Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that there will be miscellaneous chip sealing through out the county.  The funding for Preservation does roll over, therefore if Public Works does not use all the money it will roll over into next years preservation funding.

Franchises Mr. Reynolds reported that he is working on the procedures for franchises allowing utilities on the county right of ways.  

Day Creek Road The Board inquired about Day Creek Road and would like Mr. Reynolds to explore options on this road for safety improvements.  

Title II Mr. Reynolds reported that he will be attending the conference in Colville on Title II funds.  He will be applying for these funds for future projects.
Fair: Cec Hamilton met with the Board to discuss concerns about the Fair.  Also present were Bryce Tolton, Dianna Lamb, MIS Director Darrell Dirks, Bruce Wills, WSU Extension Agent Dan Fagerlie, and Auditor’s Chief Deputy/Controller Joyce Schertenleib.  Ms. Hamilton would like the Fair Association to keep the phone number that they have had for many years.  The Board advised Ms. Hamilton that the decision has been made and the fairgrounds will get a new phone line and number installed this week.  Ms. Lamb suggested that the Fair Association and the Fairgrounds share the internet by using a router that provides service to both offices.  Mr. Dirks is concerned about the exposure for breach in security that could affect the county network.  The Board advised that a new setup will be provided for the fairgrounds office.  Mr. Wills reminded the Board that the County needs to review and update the Memorandum of Understanding.  The Board agreed and requested that the Fair Association provide a point of contact for the Board so they have one voice.

EMS Building: EMS Director Alex Wirt met with the Board to discuss the proposed EMS Building.  Mr. Wirt provided the Board with a survey of the property for the proposed EMS building.  Mr. Wirt inquired with the Board about the County deeding over county property to the EMS.  The Board agreed and will investigate the process for transferring the land to the EMS.

GMA Update: Attorney Steve Graham met with the Board to give an update.  Also present were Planning Director Irene Whipple and Planning Commission Chair Tamra Stevens.  Mr. Graham received a bill from the GMA Board and once the bill is paid he can move forward with the appeal.  The State Farm Bureau’s attorney has contacted Mr. Graham and offered to do an amicus brief. Mr. Graham explained to the Board what an amicus brief is.  Mr. Graham will send out a request for a motion to extend the deadline for the agriculture land case.  Ms. Whipple reported that she may be receiving a resignation from the Planning Commission.  The Board advised Ms. Whipple to advertise for volunteers to fill the vacancies.  

Kettle River Advisory Board: KRAB Chair Lorna Johnson met with the Board to discuss Brixner Park.  The application packet for the pathway at Brixner Park was sent to WSDOT and WSDOT wants to review a JARPA. The Board advised Ms. Johnson to move forward with the JARPA.  If the JARPA is exempt, the Planning Director will send a letter to WSDOT advising WSDOT that the project is exempt. 

Commissioners Working Session: The Board of Ferry County Commissioners held a working session regarding various County issues.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned until June 21, 2010.
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
