MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

July 26, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioners Heath present.  Commissioner Miller was attending the Forest Service meeting on the South Fork Boulder Creek Road.

Correspondence Review & Board and Committee Reports:

Letter from Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona regarding initial comments on the Rail Corridor Interim Management Plan.  (Exhibit 1)

Letter to Mitch Friedman, Executive Director for Conservation Northwest regarding the Western Sherman Pass Forest Legacy Project.  (Exhibit 2)

Letter to George Stolp giving authorization for Mr. Stolp to have access to the Rail Corridor below Stotts Construction to perform his job.  (Exhibit 3)

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Fairgrounds Manager Cathy Lindsey and Risk Manager Jill Gates met with the Board to give updates.

Cardboard Recycling Ms. McBride reported that the cardboard recyclables are being transported to the transfer station every other week.

Fairgrounds Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that she spoke with the contractor for the geo thermal project and the contractor will have the gravel placed this week.  The contractor will fill in the holes and the finish work will be completed this week as well.  The county will pay for the materials and the contractor will provide the labor at no charge.  Ms. Lindsey would like to put in an information board up at the fairgrounds.  The Board approved.

Washington State Association of Counties (WSAC) Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that WSAC is looking for commissioners to work on policy work groups.  These work groups will be done by teleconference and there will be no need for travel.  The Board chose the work groups that fit well with their current boards.  

911 tax ordinance Ms. Bechtol inquired about the 911 tax ordinance.  The Board would like Ms. Bechtol to investigate the timeline for the ordinance implementation.

Fair Association Ms. Bechtol inquired about the MOU with the Fair Association.  With the new changes the MOU needs to be updated.  The Board would like to set up a meeting with the Fair Association representatives and work on the MOU.  

Public Works Update: Engineer Bob Breshears, Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give updates.

Abandoned Vehicles Mr. Reynolds inquired about the abandoned vehicles on the county right of way.  The Board advised Mr. Reynolds that the vehicles should be removed and the Sheriff should enter into a contract with a licensed tow company for that removal.  

Project updates Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that the Inchelium Safe Routes to School is moving along.  The guardrail project on Klondike started today and should take three days to complete.  The Curlew Shop crew are placing 500 to 600 delineators along county roadways.

Cattle Guard Mr. Reynolds reported that further investigation into the Franson Peak Road show that it was put on the road logs as the county owning a half mile of the road.  However a deed on file shows that the entire road is owned by the Forest Service and since the Forest Service claims the road it is out of his jurisdiction and therefore can not place the cattle guard on the road.  The road will be logged as improperly classified and removed from the log.

Call for Bids Ms. Brown inquired about putting Public Works tires out to bid along with 2 storage containers for storing tires. The Board approved.

Solid Waste Ms. Cromwell inquired if the Board knew about a dam removal.  Ms. Cromwell advised the Board that she has had an inquiry about accepting the waste from the dam removal and believes that it is from the east side of the county.  The flow control ordinance allows for residents to haul their garbage to the landfill at Stevens County and feels that it is only fitting that if the dam is on the east side that the debris go to that landfill as well.  The Board advised Ms. Cromwell that the Forest Service is requesting 2 dams removed on the west side of the county and this may be the same dams.  However if it is not then the Board approves the hauling of the debris to Stevens County Landfill.

Solid Waste Plan The Board inquired about the Solid Waste Plan.  Ms. Cromwell reported that the Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) will meet and review the plan on August 9th.  After the SWAC reviews the plan then she will move forward to the public hearings that are required.

Fairgrounds Pit The Board inquired about the pit at the Fairgrounds.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that they may use that pit for sand next year.

Paradise Cove Road The Board inquired if Mr. Reynolds has been over to inspect the Paradise Cove Road.  Mr. Reynolds advised that he plans on making a trip over tomorrow.

Golden Tiger Pathway The Board inquired if Mr. Reynolds would be attending the Regional Transportation Planning Organization meeting on the 28th.  Mr. Reynolds advised that he was not planning on attending.  The Board is hoping that Keith Martin from WSDOT will be attending and could give the Board an update on the Golden Tiger Pathway.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that he does not know where the figure of $540,000 came from that was published in the newspaper.  The first grant on the Golden Tiger Pathway came from NOVA and the second grant was a multimodal grant.  Mr. Reynolds reported that he is interested in what WSDOT plans to do with the investigation.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2010-24 establishing a petty cash fund for Insurance/Risk Management in the amount of $100.00.  Commissioner Bond seconded the motion and the motion carried with a majority vote.  (Exhibit 8)

Fairgrounds Maintenance Manager – Vacation:  Fairgrounds Maintenance Manager Wayne Egner met with the Board to discuss his vacation.  Mr. Egner has a rural resource employee that is working out very well and would like to continue using him while he is on vacation.  Rural Resources pays his wages up to 100 hours.  He currently has used 60 of those 100 hours left.  The Board approved.  The Board would like to work with Mr. Egner on keeping him on board and moving the part time seasonal worker into his position.  Mr. Egner would then oversee the part time seasonal worker and reduce his hours.  Mr. Egner agreed. 

Commissioners Working Session: After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of July 19, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Bond seconded the motion. The motion carried with a majority vote.
