MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

July 6, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioners Miller and Heath present. 

Commissioners Working Session: After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes of June 21, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of June 28, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of June 29, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.
Commissioners Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Fairgrounds Manager Cathy Lindsey and Insurance/Risk Manager Jill Gates met with the Board to give updates.

Courthouse Maintenance Ms. McBride reported that the yard work is going well.  The parking lots and sidewalks have been cleaned.  Ms. McBride advised the Board that she needs paint for the parking lots stripes and handicap stenciling.  Ms. McBride reported that the boiler has been drained and is ready for it’s annual maintenance.

County website Ms. Gates advised the Board that her department has been put on the county website.  Also on the website is the public records request form that can be accessed.

Corrections request Ms. Gates advised the Board that she has received a request from the corrections department for body armor.  The Board advised Ms. Gates that this is addressed in the union contract under the uniform benefit section.  

ADA Lift Ms. Gates reported that the Director of Public Policy Disability Rights Washington David Lord was here and inspected the ADA lift.  Ms. Gates is expecting a report from Mr. Lord in the near future.  Ms. Gates advised the Board that she emailed Garaventa and advised them that they need to stand behind their product.  Ms. Gates reported that Washington State Labor & Industries has also inspected the ADA lift and advised Ms. Gates of an ADA lift in the Chewelah School that seems to be working well.  The Board requested that Ms. Gates contact the school to find out more information about their ADA lift.

Race horses canvass Ms. Gates reported that the insurance company has offered 70% of the replacement costs if they cash out the damaged canvass or replacement costs if it is replaced.  The Board inquired about the cost to replace the canvas.  Ms. Gates advised that the cost for replacement is $11,068.  If the insurance company cashes out the canvas then the county will receive $6,747 after $1000 deductible is subtracted.  The Board suggested using the insurance money to purchase materials and have volunteers do the labor. 

Fairgrounds Ms. Lindsey advised the Board that the new lock has been installed on her office door at the fairgrounds. The Fair Association has moved their internet connection out of her office. The Board would like the Fair Association to talk with our IT department to make sure that the transition goes smoothly and there are no computer problems during fair.

Budget Amendment Ms. Bechtol is preparing for the budget amendment to amend various budgets. Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the county has gone longer without a budget amendment then previous years.  Ms. Bechtol is working on a reminder memo to go to all departments regarding the spending freeze.  The Board would like to thank all the departments for their cooperation in this matter.

Payment in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the PILT has been deposited with Treasurer in the amount of $620,827.  This is more than what was estimated.

Training Ms. Bechtol reported that Ms. Gates and she will be attending public records training in Ellensburg on August 11th.

Surplus property Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the surplus property agreement with the state is ready is ready for signatures.  It is a countywide agreement and can be used by all the departments.  The receipts from any surplus property will go to the county Treasurer and the departments will need to give a list of items sold to the Treasurer so she knows where to apply the payments.

Veteran’s relief fund Ms. Bechtol has researched the request for a laptop made by the Veteran’s Advisory Committee .  Municipal Research & Service Center (MRSC) advised Ms. Bechtol that the funds cannot be used to buy a lap top.  The State Auditor cited another county for purchasing equipment with this fund.

Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown met with the Board to give updates.

Trails Mr. Reynolds reported that the ecology block in Curlew had been removed and taken to the Curlew Shop.  The ecology block will be returned when the Weed department has completed their weed spraying.

Inchelium Safe Routes to School Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that work began today on the Inchelium Safe Routes to School.

Abandoned Vehicles Procedure Mr. Reynolds investigated the procedures for removing abandoned vehicles from county roadways.  An ordinance was adopted in 1975.  Discussion was held on contracting with a tow company to haul away the abandoned vehicles.

Cattleguards The Board received an inquiry regarding cattle guards on county roads.  Mr. Reynolds will contact the resident and explain the procedure for cattle guards.

Trial Improvement Fund: Ferry County Clerk Jean Booher met with the Board to discuss the Trial Improvement Funds.  Ms. Booher provided the Board with a proposal for upgrades for the courts audio system. (Exhibit 6) The new proposal will help the hearing impaired.  Ms. Booher advised the Board that she needs to get two more phone quotes.  The Board would like Ms. Booher to email all judges requesting their input on the audio system.

TEDD Update: Specialist Julie Abernethy met with the Board to give updates.  Also present was Americorp member Mikayla Martin.  Ms. Abernethy reported that the Republic Public Development Authority (PDA) is constructing a building at the Torboy site. Ms. Abertnethy advised the Board that the PDA has a tentative tenant.  A trucking company is looking for a new location.  Ms. Abernethy reported that the Americorp contract is about to expire and that Ms. Martin has decided to do a second year.  The grant is for two members and one member has declined to continue therefore they will advertise for the vacant position. Ms. Abernethy reported that she met with a focus group from Ferry County in February.  Ms. Abernethy reported that the Noahnet broadband application is moving forward.  The Board inquired about the progress concerning Rural Business Enterprise Grant for the local business signs.  The Board would like her to continue working on this issue and report back to the Board.  The Board requested Ms. Abernethy investigate available funding for an Environmental Impact Study for an ORV ordinance.
