ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

August 3, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:45 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioners Miller present.  Commissioner Heath was on vacation.

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: Commissioner Miller made a motion to add consent to the agenda.  Commissioner Bond seconded the motion and the motion carried with a majority vote.

Congresswoman Cathy McMorris Rodgers: A phone conference was held with Congresswoman Cathy McMorris Rodgers.  The Board discussed various issues with Congresswoman Cathy McMorris Rodgers.

GMA Update: Attorney Steve Graham met with the Board to give an update.  Also present were Planning Director Irene Whipple, Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona, Cynthia Bonneau Green, and Planning Commission Member Lorna Johnson.  Mr. Graham advised the Board that he has seen the campaign for a 60 day extension and request for attorney John Groen.  The Board advised that the meeting held yesterday was regarding a request for a 60-day extension and the request to hire John Groen.  Mr. Graham believes that the Growth Management Board will not grant a 60-day extension on the basis that the public feels they are not informed. Mr. Graham does believe that the Growth Management Board may extend for 60 days due to the change in lawyers.  Mr. Graham advised the Board that the Growth Hearings Board new member is Margaret Pageler and Mr. Graham stated that he can only ask a new member to step down before they make a decision or ruling.  After his research Mr. Graham has submitted a motion to disqualify Ms. Pageler from the Growth Hearings Board. 

Fair Memorandum of Understanding (MOU): Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Fair Grounds Manager Cathy Lindsay, Risk Manager Jill Gates, Fair Association Manager Cec Hamilton, Fair Association Member Sara Krause, Chief Deputy/Controller Joyce Schertenleib, and Cynthia Bonneau Green met with the Board to review the Memorandum of Understanding.  Also present on speakerphone was WSU Extension Agent Dan Fagerlie.  Ms. Krause inquired as to why there is a need for changes.  The Board advised Ms. Krause that the MOU was made when the past Fairgrounds manager was also the Fair Association manager and since that position has changed it needs to be updated. A committee was established to go over the MOU.  Ms. Gates advised that she needs a list of the Fair Board members so that the insurance will cover the fair and the Fair Board members.  Ms. Schertenleib inquired about the revolving fund.  Ms. Schertenleib needs to change the name on the account to the Ferry County Fair Revolving Account and then needs to make sure that the Fair Board has appointed Cec Hamilton and Diana Lamb to be signers on the Ferry County Fair Revolving Account.  The Board approved changing the name on the account and adding Ms. Hamilton and Ms. Lamb as signers on the account along with Ms. Schertenleib and the Treasurer.
