ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

September 7, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioners Miller and Heath present.  

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda:

Commissioners Board & Committee Updates:

Commissioner Heath gave a report on the RAC Board meeting. 

Right of Way Issue: Republic Residents Phil & Debbie Abelin met with the Board to discuss a right of way issue.  Also present was Public Works Director Troy Reynolds.  Mr. Abelin provided the Board with authorization from the City of Republic to hook into the Republic City water along with authorization from Laura Brown to use her waterline on her property.  (Exhibit 1).  They would like an easement to cross the county road.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that they would need to go through the Franchise process.  Mr. Reynolds is currently updating the Franchise. Mr. Reynolds will type a letter requiring them to comply with the Franchise once the procedure is in place along with the utility permit and a county right of way permit.  The Abelin’s can move forward with their right of way request.   

Commissioners Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Fairgrounds Business Manager Cathy Lindsey, and Risk Manager Jill Gates met with the Board.

Carousel Building Ms. Lindsey reported that Spring Clean can clean the floor in the carousel building and get it ready for sealant for $200.  Concrete sealer is $150.  The Board inquired about the National Carousel Convention.  Ms. Lindsey advised the Board that the National Carousel Convention will be here on the 25th of September.  Friends of the Carousel will be out to polish the carousel on the 17th of September.

Fair Ms. Gates advised the Board that the Fair Association Manager Cec Hamilton turned in all the insurance certificates for the vendors.    Ms. Gates inquired if there are hold harmless agreements for the activities at the fair in the arena.  Ms. Gates will check with the Fair Association Manager.

911 Ordinance Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the deadline for the 911 Ordinance is October 15th.  Ms. Bechtol needs to make a couple of corrections and it will be ready.

Title III Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that with the new rules all projects have to be in before September 15, 2011 and all the funds allocated or they have to be returned to the state treasurer.

Fuel Ms. McBride reported that she will request quotes for fuel for the boiler this week.  Ms. McBride inquired about purchasing the chemicals for the boiler in the amount of $300.  The Board approved.  

Connections Update:  Director Kate Rowe Maloret met with the Board to give an update. Ms. Rowe Maloret advised the Board that she has had a couple of interviews for the therapist position opening.  Ms. Rowe Maloret will be advertising the position for another week in the Spokane paper to see if there is any further interest.  Ms. Rowe Maloret reported that Connections had a meet and greet with New Alliance that was beneficial for all the employees.  Ms. Rowe Maloret advised the Board that the landlord of their building will not be renewing their lease.  The landlords have other plans for the building, however those plans are flexible.  The landlords are willing to do a month to month rental agreement until Connections gets a new location.  Ms. Rowe Maloret reported that the Fair booth went well and they were able to do some extra fund raising for Connections.
