
ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

November 15, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioner Miller present.  Commissioner Heath was attending the Lake Roosevelt Forum in Spokane.  Also present was Commissioner Elect Brian Dansel.
Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: Kittitas County Contract for housing inmates and Frank Gurney Final Contract Voucher Certificate were added to the agenda under Consent. Levine Plumbing rescheduled their appointment to Tuesday November 16th due to illness.
Commissioner’s Working Session: 
Letter to the U.S. Forest Service regarding the Board’s disapproval of the Tonata Dam removal.
Commissioner’s Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Fairgrounds Business Manager Cathy Lindsey, MIS Director Darrell Dirks, Maintenance Director Erin McBride and Risk Manager Jill Gates met with the Board to give updates.  Ms. McBride reported that the garbage dumpster has been repaired and returned.  Ms. McBride requested permission to put a lock on the dumpster to help deter garbage from other sources.  The Board approved the request and Ms. McBride will contact the City to advise them.  Ms. McBride reported that the Weed Department will be surplusing a Datsun pickup.  Ms. McBride would like to have the pickup for hauling cardboard and other various items.  The Board requested Ms. McBride investigate this matter further.  Mr. Dirks is concerned about plumbing that is being routed thru his office.  Mr. Dirks advised the Board that a break or leak in the pipes would be devastating damage to his equipment and very costly to repair.  The Board advised Mr. Dirks that they are meeting with the contractor later in the day and requested that Mr. Dirks attend that meeting.   Ms. Gates reported to the Board that Otis Elevator has offered an additional year to the warranty making it a 2 year warranty or 400 runs of the lift whichever comes first.  Otis Elevator has also offered to give a credit on the service contract since the lift has not been working.  Ms. Lindsey advised that Kinross’s electrician is working on the wiring in the exhibit barn at the fairgrounds.  This is part of the heating project that Kinross is donating to the fairgrounds.  Ms. Lindsey also reported that the new light bulbs in the exhibit barn that were donated by the PUD have been installed.  This lowered the wattage being used immensely and should save on the power bill.

Road Department Foremen Update: Boyds Shop Foreman Ron Palmer, Curlew Shop Foreman Wil Rowton, Inchelium Shop Foreman Lanny Boyd, Keller Shop Foreman Rusty Janot, and Republic Shop Foreman Doug Kellogg met with the Board to give updates.  Mr. Rowton reported that the Curlew Shop is doing well.  Mr. Rowton advised that he is concerned about the budget.  The Board advised the Foremen that the County is going through the preliminary budget process now.  Mr. Palmer advised that the Boyds shop is good and they have the trucks ready for the snow.  The Board inquired about the tire bid being spread out in 3 different places.  Discussion was held on our options for the future.  The Board inquired about the maintenance of the vehicles.  Mr. Rowton advised that they are caught up.  Mr. Kellogg advised that they are down one truck that is getting repaired in Spokane.  Mr. Janot reported that he was down one truck as well.  Discussion was held on rental rates of the equipment.
Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown, and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwelll met with the Board to give updates.  The Board advised Mr. Reynolds that if there is any damage to guardrails, signs, or other county road property, it needs to be submitted to the insurance company for reimbursement.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that he has requested the Sheriff to monitor the radio for the road crew during winter.  Mr. Reynolds advised that Bridge Creek Road and Tonasket Creek Road improvements are scheduled for next summer.  Kinross will be paying for the upgrade to the first half mile on Customs Road.  The Colville Tribe is putting a fish friendly culvert at Barnaby Creek and inquired if Public Works would like to be involved.  This would be a good use of county forces.  The Board approved.  The Board advised Mr. Reynolds that they attended the Joint Transportation Committee meeting at the WSAC conference and it was made very clear that counties would like to spend their money for road maintenance instead of money for road construction.  The Board inquired about brush cutting.  Mr. Reynolds will investigate if contracting out for brush cutting is cost effective.  The Board inquired about purchasing a poor man grader.  Mr. Reynolds advised he is checking into a demo model which is less expensive. 
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned until November 16, 2010.
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
