ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

OF FERRY COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

November 22, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 am with Commissioners’ Bond, Miller and Heath present. Also present was Commissioner Elect Brian Dansel.
Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: There were no additions or corrections made to the agenda. 
Commissioners Board & Committee Reports: Commissioner Heath discussed the Lake Roosevelt Forum that he attended on November 15th & 16th, 2010. Commissioner Bond discussed the Fair Board meeting that he attended.  Commissioner Miller attended the Exit Interview with the State Auditor and the State 911 Advisory Board Meeting
Commissioners Staff Update: Fairgrounds Manager Cathy Lindsey, MIS Director Darrell Dirks and Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to give updates. Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney and Maintenance Director Erin McBride were absent. Ms. Lindsey reported that she is monitoring  the heating bills to see how much if any we are saving with the new Geothermal Heating System. Also the Fair Association Manager Cec Hamilton has inquired about a laptop that belongs to the Fair Association. Ms. Lindsey inquired if we knew where the laptop was and stated she would check with WSU Agent Dan Fagerlie to see if he knows where it might be. Mr. Dirks reported that there have been some problems with circuits blowing and affecting the computer systems when the Jail is using the generator. MR. Dirks will research what needs to be done to correct this problem.
Department Heads/Elected Officials: The Board met with the Department Heads/Elected Officials for their monthly update. Sign in sheet is on file.

Courthouse Heating: Assessor Rachel Siracuse began by asking if the Board knew when the heat was going to be turned on/up in the Courthouse. When Courthouse Administrator Erin McBride returns to work Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol will inquire as to when she will be adjusting the heat. 
Courthouse Bathroom Rehabilitation Project: The Department Heads/Elected Officials requested to have a work schedule available so everyone is aware of what is being done each day. It is important that each department is aware of when work is being done in or around the offices so that equipment can be covered and protected. Ms. Bechtol will request that Ms. Kinney make a schedule with the understanding that it may change from time to time. 

Courthouse Maintenance: There was a discussion regarding the cleaning and maintenance for the Courthouse and that other employees have noticed that Ms. McBride has more to do than she has time for.  There were some suggestions on what would be helpful to her that could save time leaving her more time for top priority items. It was suggested that each department could gather their own garbage each day and place outside of the offices. If Ms. McBride is absent from work for a day, each department could take out their garbage so there isn’t so much when she returns.  Also each department can be gathering their recycling and taking  it out to the bins in the back hallway.
Personnel Policy: There was a discussion on the last Personnel Policy meeting and why Canfield Representative Tom Pickett was present.  Commissioner Bond stated that Mr. Pickett had read our Personnel Policy and suggested some changes. There were inquires as to why Mr. Pickett wanted to make the changes he was suggesting. Mr. Pickett attended the Personnel Policy meeting to explain the changes and the reasons for them. After extensive discussion the Board directed the Personnel Policy Committee  to outline the purpose of the committee, redefine the structure of the committee and define how Ms. Gates position as Risk Manager/HR/Insurance will be incorporated within the committee and policy making. The next meeting will be held January 13, 2011 and the Board would like recommendations on what the Committee determines.

Career Path Services: Career Path Services Branch Manager Linda White and Employment Specialist Vicki Hanks met with the Department Head/Elected Officials regarding employment for developmentally disabled persons. The Individual Supported Employment Program provides an employment specialist to be on the job with them to help with training of the duties assigned. The County does not have the funds to hire anyone at this time. 
Rail Corridor Committee (RCC): Chair Bobbi Weller met with the Board to discuss possible parking areas to access the rail corridor trail. Also present were RCC Member Grant Tolton and Citizen Melissa Rose. Ms. Weller is requesting that the RCC be able to designate parking areas at West Curlew Lake Road, Kiwanis Road and north of the Town of Curlew and place temporary parking signs. The parking in Curlew has already been previously approved.  After discussion regarding the other two parking areas the decision was made that the RCC could designate a parking area at Kiwanis Road and temporary parking signs can be placed at the Kiwanis and Curlew areas. The Kiwanis parking area was approved provided the RCC talk and work with the affected landowners before parking or placing any signs. The Board stated that when it’s time to address permanent parking at West Curlew Lake Road and Herron Creek Road they would like to see the Rail Corridor Committee and the Golden Tiger Pathway Committee work together.   
Consent: The Board approved the following:

1. Memorandum of Agreement on behalf of Ferry County, a member of the Evergreen Forest County Group, a Rural Public Lands County Council Affiliate. A Memorandum of Agreement between Robert K. Weidner, with offices in the Washington, D.C. area and Ferry County for services as Washington, D.C. government relation’s advisor to Ferry County and other counties of the Evergreen Forest County Group for the period of January 1, 2011 to December 31, 2011. 2. Ferry County Resolution No. 2010-40 adopting the Public Works Annual Construction Program for 2011. After review and discussion motion was made by Commissioner Miller, seconded by Commissioner Heath with all in favor of adopting Ferry County Resolution No. 2010-40.    (Exhibit 2)
3. Snowplow and Grader Bits Bid Recommendation Ferry County Engineer Robert Breshears, P.E. has officially recommended that Western States Equipment is awarded the bid as the apparent low bidder and has been determined they are responsive and qualified. The bid in the amount of $14,234.38 has unanimously been awarded by the Board of Ferry County Commissioners to Western States Equipment. (Exhibit 3)
4. Memorandum of Understanding between the State of Washington, Department of Revenue and Ferry County has been approved.
