November 29, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioners  Miller and Heath present.  
Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: Consent was added to the agenda at 11:30 a.m.
Sharon Shumate – GMA Summary: Sharon Shumate met with the Board to give an update on her Finding of Facts for GMA.  The Board requested that Ms. Shumate work with Planning Director Irene Whipple.  
Continued Public Hearing – Draft Comprehensive Plan & Draft Critical Areas Ordinance: As per duly published notice the continued public hearing on the Draft Comprehensive Plan and Draft Critical Areas Ordinance was held at 9:00 a.m.  The public hearing was recorded.   After review and discussion the meeting was continued until Monday January 10 at 10:00 a.m.
Commissioner’s Office Various Preliminary Budget Reviews: At 9:30 a.m. until 11:30 a.m. the Board of Commissioners held various 2011 Commissioner’s Office preliminary budget reviews.

After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2010-41 Approving and Authorizing the 2011 Maintenance and Operator Budget for Martin Hall.  Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  (Exhibit 7)
Fair – Employment Security Insurance Issue: Fair Association President Wayne Egner, Fair Association Members Gene & Bobbie Weller and Hazel Borders, Fair Association Manager Cec Hamilton met with the Board.  Mr. Egner advised the Board that the Fair Association’s State Employment Security account was closed when the County employee handled both the Fairgrounds and Fair Association account. Now that the positions are separate again it needs to be reopened.  Ms. Schertenleib advised the Board that Employment Security needs social security numbers for all the Fair Board members to reopen the account.  Mr. Egner inquired if it is county funds that pay for the position, could the position be included in the county’s account.  The Board would like to get an opinion from the Prosecutor on this matter before they make a decision.
Fairgrounds Preliminary Budget Review: Fairgrounds Manager Wayne Egner, Fairgrounds Business Manager Cathy Lindsey, Chief Deputy/Controller Joyce Schertenleib, Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to review the Fairgrounds 2011 preliminary budget.
Weed Control Budget Review and Update: Weed Board Coordinator Mary Fee, WSU Agent Dan Fagerlie, Chief Deputy/Controller Joyce Schertenleib, and Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to review the Weed Board budget and give an update.  Ms. Fee has applied for a Cross Border grant, a $1000 Kettle River grant and a $5000 WSDA grant.  Ms. Fee reported that she has completed the weed spraying at the airport and Brixner Park.  Ms. Fee also reported that the Weed Department has completed 837 miles of county road sprayed.  That is both sides of the road for a total of 418 road miles.  This year the Weed Department did 180 acres private spraying and have 120 signed up for next year already.  Ms. Fee advised the Board that she also sprayed the rail corridor and the Golden Tiger pathway.  
Solid Waste Preliminary Budget Review: Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Public Works Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown, Chief Deputy/Controller Joyce Schertenleib, and Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol met with the Board to review the Solid Waste 2011 preliminary budget.  Also present was Cliff Couse from Couse’s Sanitation.  
Unfinished Business:

After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes of November 1, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Heath seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.

Prosecutor Mike Sandona met with the Board to discuss the Fair Association employee.  It is the opinion of the Prosecutor that the Fair Association Manager could be a county employee and Mr. Sandona will investigate the matter further and give the Board a written opinion.  The Board thanked Mr. Sandona for his time.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned until November 30, 2010.
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
