ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

November 8, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioner Miller and Heath present.  

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda:

Commissioners Board Reports:
Commissioner Bond attended the Homeless Conference. This is the first Homeless Conference in which Commissioner Bond attended that the officials who put on the conference admitted that to end homelessness people need to be put back to work.  Commissioner Miller attended the Washington Counties Insurance Fund (WCIF) meeting in Pasco.  Commissioner Miller reported that at the workshop on Wednesday they were advised that the pool is headed to insolvency due to the increase in claims.  Premera will underwrite the exact same plan that we have now with only a 5.7% increase.  Commissioner Miller made a motion to increase the medical insurance cap to fund the increase in premiums for the county employees’ medical insurance.  Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.
GMA Donations: Johnna Exner and Margaret Snook met with the Board to discuss their efforts to create a fund to accept donations for the Growth Management Act attorney. Also present was Brenda Starkey.  The Farm Bureau has given the approval for accepting donations on behalf of the county. The Farm Bureau will work with the County to collect donations to help fund the GMA attorney.  The Board would like to get advice from the County Prosecutor on how to handle this and put it in writing so everyone knows their role.
Equipment Replacement: MIS Director Darrell Dirks met with the Board to discuss equipment replacement.  Mr. Dirks has a quote for 4 PC’s thru Dell for $7,000.  The Board would like to keep the equipment upgraded.  Mr. Dirks state he has waited until the end of the year to be sure that there were no emergencies and therefore has the money in the budget to purchase the equipment.  The Board approved.  Mr. Dirks received a quote for the phone system for the Prosecutor’s building.  The quote is $6,254 and Mr. Dirks would like to move forward.  The Prosecutor’s office may be able to get a grant for $3,000 to help with the cost.  The Board would like the Prosecutor’s office to move forward with the grant and approved Mr. Dirks to purchase the equipment.  Mr. Dirks inquired about the exchange server for the email.  It is starting to have issues and locking up from time to time.  The cost for a new server is $5,036.  The Board approved and advised Mr. Dirks that they appreciated him waiting until this time of year to do the replacements.  
Continued Public Hearing – Draft Comprehensive Plan & Draft Critical Areas Ordinance:  As per duly published notice the continued public hearing on the Draft Comprehensive Plan and Draft Critical Areas Ordinance was held at 10:00 a.m.  The public hearing was recorded and a sign in sheet is on file.   After review and discussion the meeting was continued until Monday November 29th at 9:00 a.m.
Merry Go Round Fund: Nancy Morris met with the Board to discuss the Merry Go Round Fund.  Ms. Morris inquired about transferring the funds for the Merry Go Round fund to the Inland Northwest Foundation.  The Board advised that those are public funds and the county is limited to where the funds can be invested.  Unfortunately the Inland Northwest Foundation is not one of those places.  Ms. Morris would like to put the carousel on the historic preservation list as it is one of the few original Hershall Spillman Carousels still in operation.  Ms. Morris advised that most of the older carousels are on the list.  It would be just the carousel only, not the building.  The Board would like Ms. Morris to research this further.
