ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

December 13, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioners Miller and Heath present.  

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda:

Commissioner’s Board Reports: Commissioner Miller attended the Curlew Sewer & Water District meeting.  The USDA was also in attendance.  The District is applying to for money to keep the cost down so the monthly payments for the Curlew residents stay low.  Commissioner Miller also attended the Tri County Health meeting and was on the information committee for handouts for stopping teen pregnancy, stop smoking etc.  Commissioner Heath attended the RC&D which held their annual meeting and discussed the Kulzer project.  Officers were elected and work was done on next year’s plan.  Commissioner Bond attended the Workforce Development meeting.  Their economist does not see a turn around until 2015.  Commissioner Bond also attended the meeting at Connections.  
GMA Findings of Fact: Sharon Shumate met with the Board to give an update on her findings of fact. Also present was Planning Director Irene Whipple.  Ms. Shumate provided the Board with an outline of the Critical Areas Ordinance changes.  Ms. Shumate believes this would be helpful for the GMA attorney.  The Board advised Ms. Shumate to work closely with the Planning Director Irene Whipple on these matters.   Ms. Whipple reported that she is working with the Planning Commission on recommendations made by the attorney.  Ms. Whipple advised the Board that the Planning Commission is having a special meeting on January 5th.
Commissioner’s Staff Update: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Fair Grounds Business Manager Cathy Lindsey, Maintenance Director Erin McBride and Risk Manager Jill Gates met with the Board to give updates.  Ms. McBride gave a brief description of the work she has completed.  The Board inquired about the radiator in the Assessor’s office.  The Board would like Ms. McBride to check into the cost of a new radiator.  Ms. Gates advised that Otis Elevator agreed to a 2 year warranty for the ADA lift.  The price will be good until January.  Ms. Gates provided the Board with a draft disciplinary action form for the Board to review.  Commissioner Bond advised Ms. Gates that he attended the Connections meeting and has advised them to contact her regarding a couple of issues.  Ms. Lindsey advised the Board that Kinross had their Christmas party in the Exhibit Barn.  Ms. Lindsey reported that Kinross made large improvements to the Exhibit Barn so their Christmas party would be a success.  The Board thanked Kinross for their donations of labor and materials for the barn.  Ms. Lindsey has been shoveling snow at the doors keeping them clear. The Board suggested putting snow breaks over the doors.  Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the Treasurer needs to order postage in the amount of $5,500.  The Board approved.  Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the Director at Connections will be using her county credit card to buy beds for the safe house.   Nate’s Electric repaired the ballasts in the Commissioner’s office and advised that the office lights are inefficient and are becoming obsolete.  Ms. McBride is contacting Northwest Edison to see if they are interested in upgrading the lights as they did for the courthouse a few years back.  If not Nate’s Electric will be giving an estimate on energy efficient lighting for the office.  The wiring in the courthouse is old and MIS needs more electrical panels and amperage for their equipment.  MIS is in the process of getting estimates.  Distressed areas funds can be used for both of these upgrades.  Ms. Bechtol inquired about the sales and use tax resolution requested by NEW Alliance.  The Board would like to have a public meeting on the 27th with NEW Alliance in attendance to present the power point presentation.
Public Works Update: Director Troy Reynolds, Office Manager/Controller Shelene Brown and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give an update.  Ms. Cromwell inquired about changing the hours of the transfer station.  The Board would like Mr. Couse to be present when this is discussed.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that Public Works is making an appointment to have their surplus vehicles picked up by General Administration Surplus and inquired if the Sheriff’s Department has any vehicles that can go with them.  The Board will talk to the Sheriff to see if they can be ready.  The Board inquired about the drainage in the road in front of the Ansorage Hotel in Curlew.  Mr. Reynolds advised the Board that he just received the topography on that and is working on the design for that area.  
Aging and Long Term Care: Executive Director Nick Beamer, Assistant Planner/Title V Coordinator/ HCRR Administrator Lynn Burkett met with the Board to give an update.  Also present was Aging and Long Term Care Planning & Management Council member  Ron Bacon.  Mr. Beamer introduced Ms. Burket as the planner for needs of the 5 counties (Stevens, Pend Oreille, Ferry, Whitman, & Spokane County) and they try to write their contracts to handle those needs. Mr. Beamer advised the Board that they are here today to express appreciation for Commissioner Bond.  Commissioner Bond has been on the Governing Board for 3 years and presented a plaque to Commissioner Bond for his dedicated service on the Board.  Mr. Beamer advised the Board that Commissioner Bond has been a wonderful representative for Ferry County.  Commissioner Bond expressed the great job that the staff of Aging and Long Term Care does to prepare for Executive Board meetings.
