Of Ferry County Commissioners

December 20, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioners Miller and Heath present.  Also present was Commissioner Elect Brian Dansel.
Additions & Corrections to the Agenda:

Commissioner’s Board Reports: Commissioner Miller met with the Law Enforcement Union regarding contract negotiations for 2011.  Commissioner Miller also attended the Farm Bureau meeting in Colville and the Conservation District meeting.  Commissioner Heath attended the Lake Roosevelt Forum meeting where they discussed the Columbia River Treaty.  Commissioner Bond attended the Kinross meeting in Oroville.  Commissioner Bond also attended the TEDD meeting where the RTPO selected projects to be forwarded to the WSDOT for funding.  Commissioner Bond attended the Martin Hall meeting and discussed the bed overages.  Commissioner Bond advised the Board that he attended the Council of Government meeting where it was suggested that the Board should keep abreast of the Columbia River Treaty negotiations.
Commissioner’s Staff Update:  Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Fairgrounds Business Manager Cathy Lindsey, Risk Manager Jill Gates and Connections Director Kate Rowe Malorett met with the Board.    Ms. Rowe Malorett advised the Board that Connection’s Maintenance personnel has submitted a letter of resignation.  Ms. Rowe Malorett requested permission to advertise for a replacement.  The Board approved.  Ms. Kinney advised the Board that the courthouse plumbing is near completion.  Ms. Kinney reported that the snow grooming has begun for the winter season.   The Board inquired if Ms. Lindsey was aware of the meeting for the Fair MOU.   Ms. Lindsey replied that she will be attending the meeting.  The Board inquired about the ADA lift.  Ms. Gates advised that she is waiting for the loan paperwork.  Ms. Bechtol reported that Tri County Economic Development is asking for an increase in dues.  The total increase is $3247.  The Board approved $1500 to cover the Americorp position.  Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that the Jail would like a petty cash account for giving change for fingerprinting.   The Board approved.  Ms. Bechtol advised the Board that a public defender contractor has submitted a letter of resignation.  This contract will need to go out to bid for a replacement, and the contractor gave March 31st as his last day. This gives the Board plenty of time to go out for bid.  
Department Heads & Elected Officials: Assessor Rachel Siracuse, Connections Director Kate Rowe Malorett, Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell, Fairgrounds Business Manager Cathy Lindsey, Risk Manager Jill Gates, Maintenance Director Erin McBride, Auditor Dianna Galvan, Ferry County Clerk Jean Booher, WSU Agent Dan Fagerlie, Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona, Public Works Director Troy Reynolds, 911 Coordinator Ray Maycumber,and District Court Judge Lynda Eaton met with the Board to give an update.  Ms. Siracuse reported that they discussed the county website and how important it is to keep it updated with forms and information.  Ms. Siracuse advised the Board that she does all the changes to the website and would like to do the upload along with making the changes.  The Board would like to discuss this with the MIS Director.  Mr. Maycumber has researched the system for the doors to the 911 center.  Mr. Maycumber advised the Board that the security latches on the entrances to the 911 department can be changed to allow the call takers/dispatchers to open the door from their desks.  Mr. Maycumber believes that it will not be too expensive and will investigate the cost of the latches.   Ms. Siracuse inquired about the budget hearing.  The Board advised that the public hearing for adopting the 2011 budget is today.  Ms. Galvan advised everyone to check with the Treasurer and verify if there is revenues available prior to making expenditures. Public Works Update: Engineer Bob Breshears, Director Troy Reynolds and Solid Waste Coordinator Kristy Cromwell met with the Board to give an update.  Mr. Reynolds would like to purchase tools and supplies on the internet and would need a Pay Pal account to do these types of purchases.  The Board approved the Pay Pal account.  Mr. Breshears reported that the rail corridor committee received $100,000 grant from the RTPO.  However, it still needs to go through the WSDOT for final approval.  
Wellness Committee: Co-Chairs Amanda Mycock and Teri Kinney met with the Board to discuss the Wellness Committee.  Ms. Mycock advised the Board that she spoke to Jodi Martin from Columbia County Health Systems who received over $9000 from Washington Health Foundation and she suggested creating a Wellness Coalition.  This would promote changes within the community and would encompass more than just the county employees.   The coalition would meet monthly and assess community needs and wants.  Kinross is interested in being part of the coalition and Anderson’s Grocery has expressed interest as well.  The Board approved Ferry County forming a wellness coalition.

After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of November 29, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with all in favor.
