
ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

December 6, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Bond with Commissioners Miller and Heath present.  

Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: Ferry County Public Hospital Administrator Ron O’Holloran was added to the agenda at 10:15 a.m.  Sheriff Pete Warner was added to the agenda at 1:30 p.m.
Commissioner’s Board Reports: Commissioner Bond attended the Tri County Economic Development (TEDD) meeting.  Commissioner Bond advised the Board that TEDD has appointed Rob Willford as Interim Executive Director replacing Leslie Jones.  Commissioner Miller attended a phone conference with the Timber Counties.  The Timber Counties are sending letters to US Commerce Secretary Gary Locke supporting biomass as a renewable energy resource.
Planning Commission Vacancies – GMA Contract: Planning Director Irene Whipple met with the Board to discuss the Planning Commission vacancies and the GMA attorney contract.  Interim Planning Commissioners are coming to the end of their terms.  There are three vacancies  in District 3.  Ms. Whipple will advertise for the positions.  The Board suggested the Tribal Tribune.  Ms. Whipple advised that the Growth Hearings Board granted the extension that was requested.  The attorney contract for GMA expires at the end of December.  The Board will talk with the Prosecuting Attorney to see if the contract needs to be extended.  
Public Hearing – Curlew Sewer CDBG Application: As per duly published notice the public hearing on the Curlew Sewer CDBG Application was held at 9:30 a.m.  The public hearing was recorded and a sign in sheet is on file. Ms. Whipple handed out the agenda, pamphlet and forms for review.  Mr. Wirt inquired about the grievance procedure.  Ms. Whipple advised that the grievance procedure is on file at the Planning Department.  After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2010-39 CDBG Grant Application.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  (Exhibit 9)
Public Hearing – Pine View Acres Long Plat: As per duly published notice the public hearing on the Pine View Acres Long Plat was held at 10:00 a.m.  The public hearing was recorded.  After review and discussion Commissioner Miller made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2010-33 Pine View Acres Long Subdivision.  Commissioner Heath seconded the motion and the motion carried with all in favor.  (Exhibit 10)
Ferry County Public Hospital Administrator Ron O’Holloran: Administrator Ron O’Holloran met with the Board to discuss a new boiler for the hospital.  Mr. O’Holloran advised that the hospital is investigating a bio mass boiler to create energy for the hospital and the excess energy created could go towards other public entities. Mr. O’Holloran inquired if the Board would be interested in supporting the project and tapping into the excess energy for the courthouse.  The Board encouraged the hospital to explore the matter further and keep the Board informed on their progress.  
Open Range Horses: Johnna Exner met with the Board to discuss open range horses.  A sign in sheet is on file.  Ms. Exner advised that she leases land for her horses.  Ms. Exner advised that limiting open range to cattle only creates a huge liability for horse owners.  Ms. Exner would like the Board to rescind the open range ordinance or revise the ordinance to include horses.  The Board suggested that this group meet with the Cattleman’s Association to see if they can come to a mutual agreement on the ordinance.

Professional Service Agreement between Connections & Ron Casebeer for training, consulting, and supervision.  (Exhibit 11)
Public Hearing – 2011 Budget: As per duly published notice the public hearing on the 2011 Budget was held at 1:00 p.m.  The public hearing was recorded.  After review and discussion the public hearing was continued until December 20th at 1:30 p.m.
Sheriff Pete Warner: Sheriff Pete Warner met with the Board to discuss the Jail Budget.  Mr. Warner requested a budget amendment of $10, 854 due to overtime.  Sheriff Warner also requested to purchase 2 vans for the jail in the amount of $12,000.  The Board approved the purchase of 1 van in the amount of $6,000.  
TEDD Update: Specialist Julie Abernethy met with the Board to give an update.  Ms. Abernethy advised the Board of the change in the Tri County Economic Development District (TEDD) Executive Director to Rob Willford as the Interim Executive Director.  TEDD is also looking for a new office location for the Republic office as the lease ends in February 2011.  Ms. Abernethy reported that she attended the Infrastructure Assistance Coordinating Council in Wenatchee in October.  While there Ms. Abernethy met Varela & Associates regarding the Curlew Wastewater Collection & Treatment System and Rick Rose from USDA regarding the EMS building project.  Ms. Abernethy reported that the application for the Preserve America has been completed and forwarded to the Park Service.  Ms. Abernethy advised the Board that she attended the Ferry County Public Hospital Foundation community forum in November.  Ms. Abernethy reported that she is working with the Ferry County Chamber of Commerce to help resurrect the Chamber and helping them with memberships and recruitment.  Ms. Abernethy attended a workshop regarding funding, health department regulations, etc. for a community kitchen.  Ms. Abernethy advised that Noanet held a meeting on November 4th and gave an update on Broadband in Ferry County.  There is possible collaboration with Department of Information Services to link Curlew to Republic.  Ms. Abernethy reported that she attended the Buckhorn Community Advisory Association meeting and was the citizen monitor for the 4th quarter water testing event.  Ms. Abernethy advised the Board that the Regional Transportation Planning Organization will have their meeting on December 15th and will be reviewing the Rail Corridor Committee Grant Application.  The Empire Health Foundation held an informational meeting at the City of Republic and have grant opportunities for Ferry County.  Ms. Abernethy advised the Board that the Republic Public Development Authority president resigned as of November.
New Alliance Update: Chief Financial Officer Robert Schwartz and Executive Director David Nielsen met with the Board to give an update.  Mr. Nielsen advised the Board that they are in the second round of budget cuts this year.  North Central Regional Support Network took a 15 percent cut in medicaid. State only mental health funds must be spent first on crisis services and the crisis services has seen a significant increase due to the cuts made in medicaid.  Mr. Nielsen would like the Board to impose the1/10 of 1% increase on the sales tax to raise $45,000 a year to help with this.  The money raised here in Ferry County will stay here in Ferry County. The Board is possibly in favor of this and will investigate the matter further.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned until December 13, 2010.
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
