
ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD

Of Ferry County Commissioners

January 10, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 a.m. by Chairman Miller with Commissioners Dansel and Heath present.  

Also present was Michael Sternberg.

Omission:  An omission was made on the December 20th minutes concerning Chief Deputy/Accountant Joyce Schertenleib statements on the sand being used by the Republic Shop.
Additions & Corrections to the Agenda: Sheriff Pete Warner and Jail Sergeant Judy Gard were added to the agenda under Unfinished Business.
Board & Committee Reports: Commissioner Dansel attended the Planning Commission meeting.  Commissioner Dansel advised that Planning Commission member John Hamilton resigned from the Board.  Commissioner Dansel also attended the Republic Public Development Authority meeting where they advised that the Torboy building has been completed.  Commissioner Miller attended the EMS Trauma Council meeting.  Discussion was held on a resolution to combine the E911 Advisory Board and the Trauma Council.  
New Business: 
Minutes Approval: After review and discussion Commissioner Heath made a motion to approve the minutes of December 27, 2010 as corrected. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Commissioner Dansel abstained.  The motion carried with a majority vote.

Correspondence Review: Sheriff Warner requested authorization for repairs to one of the Deputy’s vehicle in the amount of $2,311.51.  The Board approved.  Prosecuting Attorney Mike Sandona requested authorization to do and emergency, one day hire of a deputy prosecuting attorney.  The Board approved.
Continued Public Hearing – Draft Comprehensive Plan & Draft Critical Areas Ordinance: As per duly published notice the continued public hearing on the Draft Comprehensive Plan and Draft Critical Areas Ordinance was held at 10:00 a.m.  The public hearing was recorded and a sign in sheet is on file.   After review and discussion the Commissioner Heath made a motion to accept the changes to the Draft Critical Areas Ordinance.  Commissioner Dansel seconded the motion.  The motion carried with all in favor.  Commissioner Heath made a motion to extend the comment period for 60 days.  Commissioner Dansel seconded the motion.  The motion carried with all in favor.  The public hearing was closed at 10:30 a.m.
Courthouse Improvement Inspection: At 10:30 a.m. Commissioner’s Miller, Heath and Dansel left the meeting to inspect the Courthouse Improvement project.  Along with them were Deputy Clerk of the Board Teri Kinney and Levine Plumbing Owner Moeshe Levine.  Commissioner’s Miller, Heath and Dansel returned to the meeting at 11:00 a.m.
Planning Update: Planning Director Irene Whipple met with the Board to give an update.  Also present was Sharon Shumate.  Ms. Whipple provided the Board with a draft cover letter to the Department of Commerce CDBG Program regarding the Ferry County CDBG General Purpose Grant application for the Curlew Wastewater System.  Along with the letter, Ms. Whipple provided the Board with the Title VI Certification and project summary.  Ms. Shumate reported that her letter from September 8, 2010 was not in the record.  Ms. Whipple verified that her letter is indeed a part of the record held in her office.

After review and discussion Commissioner Dansel made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2011-01 County Road Project #112.  Commissioner Heath seconded the motion.  The motion carried with all in favor.  (Exhibit 5)

Title III Project Reviews: Clerk of the Board Debbie Bechtol, WSU Agent Dan Fagerlie, WSU Extension Assistant Emily Burt met with the Board to review Title III projects.  After review and discussion the decision was made to post pone the awarding of the Title III projects until further information is received.
Range Areas: Johnna Exner met with the Board to discuss horses on Range Area.  Sign in sheet on file.  Ms. Exner requested that the Board rescind or vacate the Range Area Ordinance so that horses will be included in the Range Area.  After much discussion, the Board requested that Ms. Exner coordinate with the Cattleman’s Association and come up with a simple solution.
TEDD Update: Specialist Julie Abernethy and City of Republic’s Mayor Shirley Couse met with the Board to give an update.  Also present was City of Republic’s Grant Administrator Linda Hall.  Ms. Abernethy provided the Board with a survey that TEDD has requested.  Ms. Abernethy would like each member of the Board to complete the survey and return it to her before the next TEDD Board meeting.  Mayor Couse advised the Board that she is on the finance committee with TEDD and there was talk about not funding an office for Ms. Abernethy.  The Board advised Mayor Couse that a portion of their dues is dedicated to rent for the office space that Ms. Abernethy currently has.  Mayor Couse has contacted the hospital and Kinross and they are all for pulling their funds from TEDD if Ms. Abernethy loses her office space and would like to know if the Board is willing to follow suit.  The Board advised they are willing.  Mayor Couse advised that she will have a meeting with the Interim Director and invited any of the members of the Board of County Commissioners to join her.  Commissioner Dansel advised that he would like to be at the meeting.  
District Court Position: District Court Judge Tom Brown and District Court Administrator Tracy Palmier met with the Board to discuss the vacated District Court position.  The Board inquired if the position recently vacated is an essential position.  Judge Brown advised that before the position was vacated, he thought the office was understaffed.  Judge Brown advised the Board that the position that was vacated is a very essential position that needs to be filled.  The Board approved.
Unfinished Business: Sheriff Pete Warner and Jail Sergeant Judy Gard met with the Board to discuss staffing and overtime.  Ms. Gard advised the Board that one of her staff will be taking medical leave which will make the jail understaffed.  Ms. Gard reported that she may be able to use the City of Republic police officers on the days they do transports.  Sheriff Warner advised that this could be done on a contract basis with the individuals and therefore keep the costs down as well as overtime down.  The Board requested that Sheriff Warner check with the Union and Civil Service to be sure that protocol is followed.  
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned until January 18, 2011.
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
