Board Reports

Commissioner Blankenship:
Commissioner Blankenship attended the Western Interstate Region of the National

Association of Counties meeting in Anchorage Alaska where several concerns of local
significance were discussed.

Commissioner Dansel:

Commissioner Dansel attended the Barrel Derby Days in Curlew. Commissioner Dansel
attended the Okanogan County town hall meeting on Marijuana Grow operations with joel
Kretz, Shelly Short and the Okanogan County Connmnissioners.

Commissioner Miller:

Commissioner Miller attended the Housing Authority Meeting on the 22rd, Commissioner
Miller attended a nieeting with the USDA and HUD to rectify issues with the Housing
Authority. Commissioner Miller attended County the County wide Fire plan meeting. The
first drafts of the plan are available. Bureau of Land Management is having planning
meetings regarding work to be done on BML Lands.

Ferry County Connections Director Ranae York; update
Ranae York came before the Board to present two grants for the Chairman’s signature.

Resolution 2014-10 abolishing the Ferry County Connections Petty Cash Fund was
presented. Commissioner Dansel moved to approve 2014-10, Commissioner Miller
seconded and the motion passed with all in favor.

National Parks Service Update:
National Park Service representatives Dan Foster and Ken Hyde came before the Board. Mr.

Foster presented information on invasive aquatic species that the Parks Service is diligently
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trying to eradicate. There will be boat check points to try to manage the spread of the Zebra
and Cuogga Mussels. The concern is the upcoming Bass and Walleye Tournaments that may
bring people from outlying States that may have been exposed to the invasive species. Mr.
Hyde presented information on minimum lot sizes for the property along the Lake
Roosevelt National Recreation Area. The Park service would like the Commissioners to
consider increased set back for lots. The Parks Service would like to see a 30 foot building
set back from the property line. Commissioner Dansel opposed any increased setbacks. Mr.
Foster presented information on the Firewise program and defensible space.

Present were Clerk of the Board Pamela
Stoddard, Commissioner Miller, Commissioner Dansel, and Chairman Blankenship. No
decisions were made.

Tri County Economic Development Specialist Joy Osterberg; RBEG update

Present were Joy Osterberg and Rob Wilford. Ms. Osterberg informed the Board that there is
a list of things that need to be updated in the Grant binder and reports missing from 2009,
Ms. Osterberg stated that she had her first meeting to begin establishing the Cattle
Cooperative. The Cattle Producers of Washington (CPOW) plant in Odessa has been shut
down. Ms. Osterberg has also met with the local slaughter businesses to find out if they are
interested in becoming a larger operation.

Ms. Osterberg spoke with the Board about the County’s wish to expand the Economic
Specialist position that was previously discussed. The Commissioner’s had previously stated
that they would like to see the position expanded to 30 hours per week. Mr. Wilford stated
that the County would need to fund approximately $30,000.00 per year. Commissioner
Blankenship stated that he believed that distressed area funds could be used to fund the
position. Commissioner Dansel stated that he would like to consult with Joyce Schertenlieb
the Financial Controller Joy Schertenlieb.

Ms. Schertenlieb stated that she believed that the funds were available and unencumbered.
Mr. Wilford stated that the need would be to cover the hours above and beyond the
allowable 16 hours monthly that is covered by TEDD.

Commissioner Dansel stated that he would like the position funded at 30 hours per week.
Ms. Osterberg will prepare a draft budget to present at the next Commissioners meeting.

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Public Works and Solid Waste update

The Board Directed Mrs. Cromwell to meet with the Treasurer about where the funds for
the loan will come from. Troy Reynolds Director of Public Works wants to come in on the
30% of June for a bid opening.

Bid opening Bridge Creek CRP912
The Board held a Public Hearing for the purpose of hearing bids for the Bridge Creek

CRP912 project. Bids were received from Granite Construction in the amount of
$1,182,735.06, Knife River in the amount of $1,098,958.75, and Central Washington
Asphalt Inc. in the amount of $1,345,758.96. Public Works Engineer Bob Breshears will
review the submitted bids and return a recommendation to the Board at a later date.

Human Resources Director Jill Gates

Jill Gates came before the Board to discuss the Eagle Track lease. Ms. Gates informed the
board that the insurance policy for the Racetrack has not yet been renewed. Ms. Gates
would like direction as to whether any action needs to be taken by the County to remedy
this issue. Commissioner Dansel stated that as long as our insurance could cover any minor
time lapse that he would like to see the races continue. Commissioner Miller instructed Ms.
Gates to notify the Eagle Track Committee that they have to attain insurance in a timely
manner. Ms,Gates will keep the Board updated on the status.

Apollo Selutions Project Discussion
Joe Hojnacki came before the Board to discussion the completion of the Courthouse roofing

project. The Project was completed and came in under the proposed cost.
Mr. Hojnacki stated that if the County is interested he would lock into other grants to move
forward with Courthouse rehabilitation. The Clerk will remain in contact with Mr. Hojnacki.

Kyle Rydell and Janine Koffel; update on RRAD program

Kyle Rydell and Janine Koffel came before the Board to discuss the former Whats Right
Coalition. The purpose of Republic Reducing Adolescence Drinking (RRAD) is to prevent
underage drinking in the community. RRAD presented a 100 page grant application copy.
Ms. Koffel presented information on the Coalition’s view on I-502, Ms. Koffel went on to
state that the Coalition’s job is to assist the Board in any decisions that they may make, and
provide any information they may need.
